	Inca Gold:
In the Inca Empire, gold was not used to buy and sell things. It was used to make ornaments for temples and the nobles. Gold was known as the sweat of the sun and silver was known as the tears of the moon. Removing gold from the capital city was prohibited.

The capital of the Inca empire was called Cuzco. It was located in the southern part of modern Peru. When the Inca Empire was founded in the 14th century, Cuzco became the capital. It was conquered by the Spanish in 1533. 

	
	
	

	The Conquest:

The Incas were conquered by the Spanish in the 16th century. The Inca army, which had 40,000 warriors, was defeated by a Spanish army of 180 men. The Spanish army was commanded by Francisco Pizarro. The Spanish horses were particularly feared by the Incas.

	Inca Agriculture

Corn, potatoes, tomatoes, chocolate and coffee were grown throughout the Inca Empire. In fact, around 60% of the vegetables that are eaten all over the world were domesticated in the Andes region. 
	
	Inca Potatoes

Potatoes were found growing wild in the Andes mountains about 750 B.C. Potatoes became an important part of Inca culture. Potatoes were used by the Incas to tell the future and treat injuries. Potatoes were called ‘edible stones’ by the Spanish.

This breath-taking ancient Inca city is in Peru, nestled in between two mountainous peaks and stands at an amazing altitude of 2,430 m above sea-level, offering awe-inspiring views. 

The location of this remarkable city means the climate can vary, but at the ruins site the weather is milder. Generally speaking, it is warm and humid with hotter temperatures during the daytime, with a lot of sunshine, and cool weather at night. 

There are two seasons, between November and March is the rainy season which can mean heavy but short-lived rains. The higher temperatures are common from April to October in the dry season. However, the temperature and climate can still vary within these seasons so it is advisable to bring warm clothes and maybe even a raincoat.

June to September is the busiest times for tourists, and they flock to the incredible archaeological location. Due to the mild weather all year round and an average temperature of 16°C, anytime throughout the year is a fantastic time to go, although visiting during low-tourist seasons means you can have more of this incredibly enticing Inca city to yourself.

communication:

· The facilities offered are exactly what you'd expect from a beautifully isolated and ancient city. 

· There are no internet, post or phone facilities, and if you need to use these facilities there are services located in Cuzco. 

what to buy

· There isn't that much to buy in Machu Picchu, but there is a lot to see. 

· The best view is from the Funerary Rock Hut, where you can see the majestic city stretch out before you. 

· There are many more fascinating things to see, like the Temple of the Sun or the Intihuatana; used to predict the passing of seasons it is one of the last of its kind in South America. 

· It is a good idea to bring a little money as there is a museum onsite, and flushing toilets located at the entrance of the ruins with a cost to use them at around one Sol.

culture

· Smoking is inadvisable as you have to hold on to any litter, and smoking can bring about altitude sickness.
