	Aims:

- Students will improve their listening skill with a couple of worksheets. 
- Students will understand a real situation by doing worksheets.
- Students will know the words they don’t know before. 

- Students will share own activities in their spare time with others.

- My TTT reduces and STT increases. 


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Students will listen to the conversation between a father and a daughter

- Speaking:  Students will discuss about their activities 
- Reading: Students will read the script sheet and learn a new word in the sheet. 
- Writing: Students will write about what they listen. 


	Language Systems:

- Phonology: None to discuss
- Lexis: Many words in the sheet.
- Discourse : Tell their story about activities to the public 

- Function: On the worksheet, the structure of sentences is displayed. 


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- the title makes them feel comfortable

- how to discuss their activities to the public. 

- each person has a own activities in a spare time. 

- a variety of leisure 
- students are familiar with the teaching style.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students might not catch on conversation from the mp3

       repeat the recording several times  and make students discuss in pairs 
- Students don’t know the word in the conversation

       explain the meaning briefly and give them examples.

- a shortage of time 

       shorten the STT a little. Before pre- activities, greeting is made short.
- the time is left
       ask students more detailed questions about weekly activities or read the script     
      with divided in pairs.

	Procedure                                                       attach the various pictures of activities on the board writing ‘Weekly Activities’ as a topic
Greeting:
Briefly greet students: “Good morning everyone! How are you today?”
Eliciting:
“What are these activities on the board?”
(Students say skiing, kayak, bungee jumping, etc.) 
“Well done! There are so many activities in the world. I’ve done bungee jumping 2 years ago, it was really awful. My legs were shaken and …….)
After sharing my experience, make them speak their activities in pairs they have experienced for 10mins.

ICQ’s: Will you be working individually? =No
How many minutes do you have? =10mins
Begin the talk. Monitor the groups and give a time warning.

(during the task, monitoring is required)

4)Tell the right answers and ask Ss whether an extra question is or not.

	Procedure: 
Before starting off with listening, hand in the worksheet #1 first. And then place the mp3 player on the table. Control the volume they can listen to the conversation well. After listening, ask Ss to replay the recording.
Listening for details

Instruction:
“Now, we are going to listen to the conversation about weekly activities between a father and a daughter. This is for about 2 minutes. First of all, you should look over a worksheet I gave you for a minute. So, are you ready? After the conversation is finished, you can discuss about the questions with your partner.”
Demonstration: For example, I listened to the conversation and checked the question on a paper. It might be hard to figure out at a time.
ICQs: 1) Are you working alone?
             2) What will you do while listening? (Cheking the question)

             3) How many minutes will the recording be playing?
Monitor. Help Ss as needed. Ask them if the problem is. 
“How was it? Was it difficult for you?”

Ss compare their answers with another. 
Write the answers on the board.
Explain about the answer if necessary
Concept Check Question:
“What do they talk about?”
“What is her occupation?”
“Do you think a girl is busy?”
Procedure: 
Hand in the worksheet #2 to take dictation
Need to play 2 or 3 times.

And then, make them the answer in turns.
Write the answers on the board.
