	Aims:

Main Aim:  Students will improve their listening skill by understand new words and Lyrics.
Secondary Aim:  After learning new words, Students will distinguish words in the song by filling in the blanks in the worksheet.
Personal Aim: I want to improve my CCQ and ICQ’s.
                        I want to slow down my speaking speed.
                        I want to try to communicate with students more.

                       


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Students will listen to the song “Fly Me To the Moon”
- Speaking: Students will discuss about pictures
- Reading: Students will read the lyrics sheet
- Writing: Students will write about what they hear from song, also Ss will fill in the blanks worksheet.

         Play several times to Ss to understand
- Students have no idea of the meaning of some words
         Explain with some similar words of show pictures
- If there is not 12 Ss.

	Materials: ‘Fly Me to the Moon’ mp3 file, pictures

	Set up

Whole Class

Group of 4 Ss
Total: 3 groups

	Procedure 
Greeting:
-Briefly greet students: “Hello class!”
-Play ‘Fly Me to the Moon’ 
Eliciting and Prediction:
-Elicit why Ss listened song, and explain what we will learn in class. 
-Post the four pictures on table in front of the students. (each group will have 4 pictures)
-And Ss will discuss about pictures, and they will make the story of 4 pictures.
ICQ’s: Will you be working individually? =No
            Will you discuss pictures?
              =Yes
             How many minutes to discuss?
              =5 minutes

-Begin the activity. Monitor the groups and give a time warning.

	Materials:  Chalkboard, chalk

	Listening for the main idea

Procedure 
They will listen to music and compare the pictures with music. Ss have to guess and make pictures in order

Instructions 
1) Instruct Ss to listen to the mp3 
2) Try to find out which picture goes first and make it order

             How many minutes to talk with group members?

	Main activity


	Materials: Blanked Lyrics work sheets


	Time
10 minutes

	Set up
Individual


	Procedure: Place speakers and Audio on the table and play the song ‘Fly Me to the Moon’
-Before start to listen, T will show some new words like ‘jupiter’,’mars’, let Ss repeat after T say. So they don’t confuse when they listen

Listening for details

Instruction: You will listen to the song two more times. Ss will fill in the blank which T give to each Ss. 
ICQ’s: How many times will you listen to the song? 
=2 times
            What will you do while listening?
              =Fill in the Blanks
Begin activity. Monitor. Help Ss as needed.
Activity finishes.

Ss compare their Sheets with each other and elicit some ideas from a few students.



	Post-Activity


	Materials: discussion worksheet

	Time
7 minutes
	Set-up
Divide to 2 groups (6 Ss in each group)
	Procedure
T will divide Ss to two groups A and B

Instruction: T will give 1 new work sheet to each group and fill in the blanks from what Ss have in their individual work sheets. Ss have to discuss during they fill in the sheet.
-After 5 minutes they fill in the blanks, T will give answer sheet and Ss have to check their answers.
ICQ’s: Will you work with individually?
             = No
 Will write down the answers? 
= Yes

Monitor students. Give a time warning.

Elicit groups to give their ideas for questions 2, 3, and 4.
