· Ss can speak everyday expressions fluently.
· Ss can learn how to discuss with partner speaking L2
· Ss can do real play while practicing speaking.



	Language Skills:
· Listening: Listen to / understand the teacher’s instructions 
Listen to students while sharing ideas 
· Speaking: Suggest expressions ideal for the certain situation in pairs/ 

groups

· Reading:  Read the dialogue and worksheets

Write an essay on the preference between staying in a hotel and staying in a cheaper accommodation.

	Assumptions:

· Ss have traveled abroad and stayed in a hotel or an accommodation.
· Ss are intermediate level and understand the whole vocabularies in the dialogue that is easy enough.

· The accuracy and grammars don’t matter. Fluency is the most important.  



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If the Ss have difficulties with vocabulary in the dialogue or assignment.
· In order to have Ss elicit the meaning of words, T make Ss search and demonstrate the meaning to Ss themselves. 
· If the class finishes the work earlier than expected
· Explain about assignment. Or Make Ss do assignment during the class hour.
· If the class takes longer than expected
· Warn the time left for the first. And assign tasks as homework later

<Instruction>

Hello everybody. How are you?
It was too hot and humid last week. So I wish I had been at the beach in Philippines. 

In summer, people usually take a summer vacation to go abroad. 
<Question> 

So, Let me ask a question about it.

While you are on a trip abroad, where do you stay except your relatives’ house? 
(Ss answer: Hotel, Inn) 

2. Introducing Topic
Today we are going to learn how to check-in to a hotel or an Inn. 

Are you ready?

1. Guessing about the subject
<Instruction>
(Show Ss pictures #1)

We are going to take a look at this picture.

<Question> 

· What do you see in the pictures?
· What are they doing?
· Who are they? 
· Where are they?

(Ss answer they are at the hotel reception desk, one in the picture is a guest, and the other is a receptionist.)
2. Prediction

<Instruction>
Let’s imagine you arrived at a hotel and you are going to check in for a night. 
· What questions are you going to be asked?
·  And what will be your answers? 
I’ll give you 5 minutes. Share your ideas with your group. After finishing conversation, one of group writes your ideas on the board and tells briefly. 
CCQ

· How much time do you have?

· Do you work alone?

· What are you going to talk about with your group?

Expected answer:
· Welcome to **hotel

· How may I help you?

· I want to get a room for the night 
· Do you have a reservation? 
· Yes, I do, No, I don’t ….

	Procedure:

1. Dialogue Drilling 
<Instruction>
This conversation is happening at the reception desk in the hotel.

(Hand out the dialogues to each S)

I’ll give you 2 minutes to read. And we will listen to the CD.

(Check if Ss finished reading and play the CD)   
Are you ready? This time, you just listen

(Play the CD again)

Now, repeat after the CD
(Play and pause the CD line by line)

<Instruction>
I will give you 5 minutes. Practice with your partner who is seating next to you. Read it two times; once as Pearl and once as Alicia. Try to do your best to memorize the whole sentences, which will encourage you to use everyday expressions fluently.  
CCQ: 
· How much time do you have?          (5 minutes)

· Are you working alone? (No)

· Who is your partner?
· What should you do?                        (to practice & memorize)
2. Reading Comprehension
<Instruction>
Answer the questions about the dialogue on the worksheet #1 with your partner. 
I’ll give you 3 minutes. After finishing, come out and write the answer on the board. 
CCQ: 
· Do you work alone? (no)

· Where is the question?                   (on the worksheet #1) 
· How much time do you have?          (3 minutes)

3.Error correction

<Instruction>
These are right? (ask to Ss)

(Facilitate peer correction.)
Give feed back 

4. Real play

<Instruction>
One student plays a hotel clerk and the other student plays a hotel guest. The guest wants to get a room for a night. And he doesn’t have a reservation. But most rooms are occupied. There is only a small room left. Work in pair for 5 minutes.
<Demonstration>

H: Do you have a room for a night?

G: Do you have a reservation?
H: No, I don’t.
G: I’m sorry, sir. We’re nearly full.
H: You don’t have a room, then?
G: Well, we have a small room. It’s at the back, right over the kitchen. 
CCQ:
· Do you work in pairs? (yes)
· Do you have 5 minutes? (yes)
