	Aims:

- To learn vocabulary relating to topic-the kind waitress.
- To predict the events through looking and sharing the pictures.

- To  understand and arrange the events of the story and make it in sequence.
- To practice speaking by discussing with group members.

- To express students’ own ideas of empathy with the old man and the kind waitress.

- To remember the details of the story.


	Language Skills:

- Reading: Comprehension worksheet
- Listening: the students’ short speech about themselves

- Speaking: prediction, comparing and sharing ideas within groups and pairs

-Writing: brainstorm of their lonely life, homework about impressions after listening to the story.


	Language Systems:
- Phonology: pronunciation related to vocabularies in the story

- Lexis: vocabularies used in the story
- Function: self expression and share ideas about overcoming the lonely time and prediction of the story.
- Discourse: sharing experiences about a lonely life

- Grammar: N/A


	Assumptions:

- Ss already know the Ts style of teaching and how the classroom works
- Ss are pre-intermediate level

- Ss have already experienced being lonely and have already known some vocabularies in the story

- They are mostly active. 

-  Familiar with sharing ideas and group work.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- Ss don’t understand key vocabularies

→T tells example sentences using the key vocabularies. 
- Ss may not be able to lick up details from the listening

→Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

- If time is short

→Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 Ss to share their opinions about activities when they feel lonely

- If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,

→ Ask as many Ss as possible about their idea about the story and lonely activities. Also give enough time to think to answer to the worksheets

Instruction

Work individually. Write each vocabulary word next to its meaning. You have 5 minutes.
[Distribute the worksheet]

Demonstration

Look at #1.... “Right, someone feels unhappy ….” So put the word “lonely” in the blank.
CCQ

Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

What do you write on the worksheet?

Monitor carefully. Answer students if they ask questions. 
Give time warning: 30 seconds left. 

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it.

Check answers: when teacher read the question #1, let students answer the correct vocabularies out loud. Point out one each student to answer the questions. 

- Go through the vocabularies one by one

- Elicit the meaning from students

-Explain the meaning if necessary

	Procedure:
1. Listening for the Main Idea (Sequence)

Instruction

I start playing the story just once. While you are listening, try to connect the story with the picture #1. And as you listen, put the numbers in boxes on each picture in order individually. 
CCQ

What do you write in the empty box?

[Play the CD track 1 ]
Monitor if they put the numbers in the boxes.

Do you want to listen again?

• Yes → Play the story one more time.

• No → Start to check the answers.
Check answers: when the teacher points out each picture, let students answer the correct number out loud. Point out  each student to say the right number in the box. 

2. Listening for Details
Instructions
Now listen to the story on more time. After listening, answer the questions on the worksheet #2. Work individually. 
[Distribute the worksheet #2]

[Play the CD track 1 ]
CCQ
Do you have worksheet #2?
What are you supposed to do?

Do you want to listen again?

• Yes → Play the story one more time.

• No → Start to check the answers.
Check answers: when the teacher reads each questions, let students speak the correct answer out loud. (not just say ‘the letter ⒜ is the answer’) Point out each student to say the answers.

Make certain volunteers come out and draw their brainstorms on the board.

Ⅱ. Conclude lesson

The kind waitress could get the award from the old man because he really appreciated what she had done for him. But she had never expected to get something from him.  It was a really sincere and thoughtful mind. This story is true. 
 What do you feel about this story?

(Pick a few students to say the answer out loud)
Student A : In my opinion, she deserves the check. From now on, I respect the olds and comfort them but not because of the money…..

Give homework
 Let’s imagine you are working in a restaurant. And you see some old people in there. What is your first impression? If you were the waitress who got the check, what would you do? Where would you spend? Write on this worksheet #4.
[Distribute the worksheet #4]

The Kind Waitress

Every evening at six o’clock and old man goes to a restaurant near his place. He eats dinner. After dinner, he drinks coffee and has conversation with other people at the restaurant.

 The old man’s name is Bill. Bill eats at the restaurant every evening because he is lonely. His wife passed away, and he has no children.  

 Every evening the same waitress brings Bill his dinner. Her name is Cara. She is 17 years old.

 Cara is kind to Bill. She knows he is lonely, so she approaches to him and talks a lot. If Bill is late for dinner, she calls him on the telephone. “Are you OK?” she asks him.

 One evening Bill doesn’t appear to the restaurant. Cara phones him, but he doesn’t answer the phone. Cara calls the police. 

 “Please go to Bill’s house,” Cara tells the police.

 Later the police call Cara at the restaurant. 

 “Bill died in his sleep.” The police tell her. Bill was 82 years old.

 A week later, a man comes to the restaurant. “I have something for Cara.” The man says. The man gives Cara a check for $500,000. The money is from Bill.
