	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

: if they couldn’t complete worksheet even if give1~2 more minutes give them answer together verbally

2. Vocabulary

Maneuver - synonym for strategy.
CCQ: what is maneuver?
          Give short sentence using maneuver
Exhale - movement of air out of the bronchial tubes
    Let’s hold breath 5seconds, okay? Let start! 5,4,3,2,1 stop. What happened when I said stop? The air came out thru your mouth right? This is exhale. 
CCQ: what is the antonym of exhale?
Word from Equipments for underwater hockey - Show picture below and explain
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Glance – demonstrate this action to the student and showing the difference between look and glance. (Glanced through the report) what I did? Do I read carefully? No, this is glace.
CCQ: show me the difference between looking and glancing
Intrepid – An explorer was aboard the pirate ship to save his girl friend. This person doesn’t know fear. He acts bravely. Don’t you think so? He is an intrepid explore.
CCQ: what is synonym of intrepid?

(Play track 1,2 and 3 without stop)
Monitor students’ work

CCQ: Do you want to listen again?

          ; if yes, play one more time

          ; if no, let them discuss with their partner
          Does everyone can guess what sports are explained by each speaker?

          What and why do you think?

          How about second and third speaker?

Show the blown-up pictures of three sports
 Who think picture 1 is explained by first speaker?
          (same kind of question for each picture)

Give them answers.

2. Listening for details

Instruction:

(hand out worksheet #2) Now, listen again and fill in the blank as much as you can dictate. Work individually at this time. 

CCQ:  Who do you work with?

Play paragraph #1 (track 1)
