	Aims:
· Ss can get information about 6 kinds of job through the word matching activity.
· Ss can practice the conversation with their partner .
· Ss can learn about time expression and make sentences, using those expressions.
· Ss can introduce some jobs for 3 speakers in the reading worksheet.


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: 6 kinds of jobs and their works and work places.
· Grammatical : time expressions
· Function : think about other jobs and asking and answering about questions, using the time expressions
· Discourse: sharing their real life in pair work



	Assumptions:
· Ss are active in group work or pair work
· Ss are pre- intermediate level
Students already know
· How the class is set up and run
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course



	Language Skills:
· Reading : conversation worksheet and 3 speakers talk worksheet
· Listening : teacher’s and classmates’ questions
· Speaking : role play through the conversation and answer about T’ and Ss’ questions
· Writing : make sentences, during the post- activity time



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students finish their task earlier than expected 
Have students make presentations
· Students take longer  to complete their task than expected
  Assign as homework or cut reviewing today’s topic or cut group work.
· Students  may be noisy in the group work
 Try to rearrange students’ settings and to change their partners

1. Matching activity
Instruction
Look at these pictures. There are 6 people in this worksheet. (ask questions to Ss about picture like what can you see and what they are doing) Think about what they are doing. (Ask to questions one by one as how do you think about picture #3?)

I will give worksheet#2 for you. It is matching activity. There are 6 kinds of job in this worksheet. You can match what do they do and where do they work. 
(Teacher gives an example for Ss’ understanding.) 
I will give you 2 minutes.

Instruction
I will give you worksheet#3. (give them)

2. The time expressions
Instruction
Look at the board. There are the time expressions. simply, you can use ‘at’ in time and night. ‘In’ is in the parts of day. ‘On’ is in the days of week.
(read example sentences on the board and change the information for students’ understanding)

 (Ask questions on the board to Ss ; what days do you get up early or late?
What are two things you do before 8:00 in the morning? )

3. Practice the conversation
Instruction
I will give you final worksheet, #4. I will read first and you can repeat after me. 
(teacher reads the conversation for Ss)
Now, 2 is a pair. ---, --- are team 1. ---, ---- are team 2.  ---, --- are team 3.
I will give 2minutes for practicing the conversation with your partner. For example, you are Daniel and you are Helen, and then switch your role. 
CCQ
What do we this time?  Practice the conversation
