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“Students learn less with fear of class.” I heard this saying somewhere and I can’t agree more with it. I will keep this in mind and try to create interesting and comfortable class through using different teaching methodology. Teachers need to be patient, respectful and well-prepared in order to establish supportive and effective learning atmosphere. And I am going to mix various teaching methodology to achieve best outcome. 
My learning experience comes from middle school and high school days. For that reason, whether I wanted or not I picked up such a traditional teaching style unconsciously from the past experience. It was proved when I thought elementary students at a private institute for about six months, last year. I thought I was a good teacher but I discovered it was just my view. The class was small, maximum of three students; it was more like private tutor, so I tried to encourage students’ participation hoping to make fun during the class. However, their participation was only active on break. Actual participation in learning process was low. To describe classroom, I explained, I asked and I answered. I did not know how to motivate them.  
As I look back I was able to picture one class that I believe, somehow related to my teaching type. I recall an English teacher from my middle school who was nice but not necessarily enthusiastic to students. I think she only wanted to be a “nice” teacher rather than helpful. She usually let us to take few chat time before she started class, when lecture began, she gave us one-way explanation of the textbook. As a next step, she called on student’s number followed by the number of the date, ordered the day’s student to read the textbook out loud over and over, asked to solve questions in the textbook. Since her teaching style went on for a year, almost of my classmates could predict who was going to be called and wrote down the correct answer from guide book. Except for “the date” student rest of us didn’t need to focus on the subject. I understand that from her point of view, calling on a student could be considered participation though, I still wonder if it really helped us. 
Knowing concepts of teaching method in TESOL will make me better prepared and I hope it boosts student’s motivation in learning. Ice-breaker or warmer can be a good activity to grab attention. In addition, I would like to mix various teaching method such as Total Physical Response (TPR), Direct Method (DM) or the Audio- Lingual Method to make class more fun. Teaching plan will not successfully work as designed when it comes to reality. But as long as I remember teaching methodology, I will be able to adjust them through trials and mistakes. 
Due to the nature of learning a second language, GTM is seen effective when grammar rule is taught primary. But I figured from my past experience that GTM is not highly effective when it is used only itself. If GTM is well mixed with involver, for example, in explanation of the past tense, I will give general explanation of grammar rule, group students to discuss the rule in detail within group then do the questions together. I will monitor their discussion and give additional explanation if needed. It will establish good self- study habit also the contents of studying will last longer in memory. On the other hand, during speaking class, use of communicative method and enabler type will create interesting learning atmosphere. Divide students into small groups and give each group different situation to do role play. Encouraging involvement of students will not be simple, but as long as guide is provided, active classroom atmosphere will be created as a result. 

Finding the most effective teaching method may require long teaching experience in the field. However, when respect, empathy and authenticity to learners are shown, positive educational environment will be created. Furthermore well-prepared teacher is also key to successful learning atmosphere. Building personal methodology will be definite help for teacher and students. I think personal methodology is not limited to one or two it can be applied differently in certain situation.  
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
