- Ss will know and practice the form, meaning of ‘used to’
- Ss will figure what situation they have to use ‘used to’

- Ss will listen to teacher’s explanation

- Ss will practice answering question using ‘used to’
- Ss will check questions and complete the worksheet


	Language Skills:

- Listening: T instructions, explanation, classmates’ speaking when they answer the questions
- Speaking: Drilling and practice activities (sharing the idea about 5 inventions and making sentences)

- Reading: Worksheets instructions & questions
- Writing: Worksheet answers


	Language Systems:
- Phonology: Listening to instruction & explanations, drilling
- Grammar: used to, didn’t used to, never use to, Did … use to?
- Discourse: sharing ideas about the 5 inventions (comparing the past and present’s life)


	Assumptions:

- Ss already know the Ts style of teaching and how the classroom works
- Ss are high-intermediate level

- Ss are familiar with sharing ideas and pair work

- They are mostly active


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- Ss may not clearly understand the meaning

→ provide more examples

- Ss may have a hard time drilling

   → error correct immediately & give Ss more chances to practice

- There may be extra time left in the lesson

   → Let Ss make more sentences using used to and share the situation about it

- There may not be enough time to finish the lesson

   → Cut-Off Plan: do post-task error correction tomorrow in the form of a worksheet

 Good morning everyone, how are you today?

• Write ‘How did we use to live?’ on the board.
[Distribute the worksheet #1]
-Do you know the inventions that changed the world? 

(Pick a few Ss to answer the question.)
Demonstration
The Internet: Before the Internet, most people wrote letters, but now we send emails.
 -Let Ss write 5 inventions that changed the world on the worksheet and speak out loud.
-Explain what life was like before each invention and how life is different with it.

-S: Before cars, most people rode on the horses, but now we ride cars.

-T: Yes, we used to ride the horses. (Write it down on the board)
-S: Before computers, most people did lots of tasks by their hands, but now we use computers.

-T: Yes, we used to do lots of tasks by our hands. (Write it down on the board)
-S: Before clocks, most people told the time by the sun, but now we use clocks.

-T: Yes, we used to tell the time by the sun. (Write it down on the board)
Continue to write more sentences until you have elicited and written a sentence containing didn’t use to. 

What do you see? (Encourage Ss to ‘see’ the words ‘used to/didn’t use to’)

Let’s read together. (T reads each sentence, Ss repeat.)

Explanation & visual demonstration of meaning using pictures.
[Distribute the worksheet #1]

-T: Look at the picture #1. 
Where did he work a few years ago? 
-S: He worked in a factory a few years ago.

-T: Where does he work today?

-S: He works in a supermarket now.

-T: Yes. Dave used to work in a factory. Now he works in a supermarket. 
(Drawing the timeline on the board.)
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   Dave used to work in a factory. It means that he worked in a factory before, but he doesn’t work there now.

T: Look at the picture #2.

    (or She used to have very long hair.)
T: Yes, very good.

<Explain the concept>
-We can use used to + infinitive to express regular past habits or past states. 

-We use used to ….only for the past. You cannot say ‘I use to …’ for the present.
