· Ss can distinguish between regular and irregular verbs.
· Ss can make sentences, using the expressions which learned in the class.


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: regular and irregular verbs.
· Grammatical: regular and irregular verbs / affirmative, negative and question.
· Function: how to make past sentence.
· Discourse: to share students’ ideas and to make a conversation in a group.




	Language Skills:
· Listening: teacher’s talking and classmates’ questions.
· Speaking: role play and the conversation with T n Ss.
· Writing: make sentences, using the worksheets.



	Assumptions:
· Ss are active in group work or pair work.
· Ss already know about the present verbs, affirmative, negative and question sentences.
· Ss already know how the class is set up and run.
· Ss already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students finish their task earlier than expected 
Have students make presentation
· Students take longer  to complete their task than expected
  Assign as homework or cut reviewing today’s topic or cut group work.
· Students  may be noisy in the group work
 Try to rearrange students’ settings and to change their partners

	1. Grammar introduction. (be)

(ask students what they did yesterday. And help them use the past simple tense when they answer the question)

(write the chart A on the board)
Look at the board. First, we will learn about the past simple, be.
‘Was’ is the past form of ‘am’ and ‘is’? ‘Were’ is the past form of ‘are’. Ok?
(read many times for students. Ex) I was… she was…..he was….it was….we were…
You were… they were… we were….)

(Explain to students, using the chart A.)
There are past time words on the board. Jay, Can you read these for your classmates? And other students follow jay’s saying. Ok? Jay reads first you can read next. (point a students and let her read it loudly and other students follow that)
