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There are various teaching methods, such as TPR (Total Physical Response), ALM (Audio-Lingual), DM (Direct Method), GTM (Grammar Translation), and CLT (Communicative). All the methods are needed to learn language, and each method should be used depends on the characteristic of the class, and learners’ background of age, language fluency level, and etc. It means that each method has its own pros and cons and we cannot say simply it is either good or bad. It is the most important thing of teaching method to use right method to the right target. 

I experienced ALM and GTM, but I did not experience DM, TPR and CLT among teaching methods during my school days in Korea. All the teachers, who I met in Korea, taught English by mainly using GTM no matter what the class is, and some used ALM subsidiarily. They more focused on teaching grammar and reading rather than speaking and listening. This resulted that most Korean students were failed to speak with foreigners, and it incited parents and students to study abroad at a young age. However, we cannot say GTM is not good for language acquisition, because it is imperatively necessary element of learning language. This just happened due to wrongly used methods. If teachers used methods properly, they would get a better result. 
I experienced CLT when I was a college student in the U.S. In my case, it was the most effective method for me. I did not like to memorize things, but GTM had lots of memorizing. CLT included discussion, games, puzzles, and activities, so I like CLT more and it fitted to me very well. Also, ALM was effective for me, because it emphasized more on speaking and listening, and minimal lexis. Also, audio-lingual materials were very helpful to understand easily about the subject and kept me to be interested in the subject. On the other hand, I did not have TPR related experience during my school life, but it would be good for beginners. If I had a TPR experience, I was more interested in learning English and maybe it induced me not to study abroad. 
My experiences supported that teaching methods should be used in mixture form. We need to consider learning skills of speaking, reading, writing, and listening when we are learning language, and all the language skills should be harmonized. Thus, using each method accurately in a mixture form will be very effective for the language learners and it is a very important role of the teachers. 
These methods can be evaluated differently by students. Some students like ALM, but some do not. CLT is very effective for some students, but is not effective for others. I think it is because of the students’ characteristics, their learning styles, and teachers’ ability of how to use the method effectively. It means teachers need to recognize how these methods affect to the students’ ability of language acquisition and using right method to the right target is the key of success in teaching language.
