MEN Are from MARS, WOMEN Are from VENUS
Falling in love is always magical. It feels eternal, as if love will last forever.

And, more important, we can learn how to best love and support the people we care about.

Tom and Mary

One of the biggest differences between Tom and Mary is how they cope with stress. 

His needs for feeling good are different from hers. He feels better by solving problems while she feels better by talking about problems. For example, if Tom can’t find a solution then he does something to forget his problems, like reading the news or playing a game. When Mary is stressed she instinctively feels a need to talk about her feelings and all the possible problems that are associated with her feelings. When she begins talking she does not prioritize the significance of any problem. If she is upset, then she is upset about it all, big and small. She is not immediately concerned with finding solutions to her problems but rather seek relief by expressing herself and being understood. By randomly talking about her problems, she becomes less upset. 
Let’s look at their conversations.
Mary comes home from exhausting day. She wants and needs to share her feelings about the day. 
Mary says, “There is so much to do; I don’t have any time for myself.” 
Tom says, “You should quit that job. You don’t have to work so hard. Find something you like to do.”

Mary says, “But I like my job. They just expect me to change everything at a moment’s notice.”

Tom says, “Don’t listen to them. Just do what you can do.”

Mary says, “I am! I can’t believe I completely forgot to call my aunt today.”

Tom says, “Don’t worry about it, she’ll understand.”

Mary says “Do you know what she is going through? She needs me.”

Tom says, “You worry too much, that’s why you’re so unhappy.”

Mary angrily says, “I am not always unhappy. Can’t you just listen to me?”

Tom says, “I am listening.”

Mary says, “Why do I even bother?”

After this conversation, Mary was more frustrated than when she arrived home seeking intimacy and companionship. Tom was also frustrated and had no idea what went wrong. He wanted to help, but his problem-solving tactics didn’t work. 
Sandra and Larry

Sandra and Larry had been married for twenty years. Sandra wanted a divorce and Larry wanted to make things work.

She said, “How can you say you want to stay married? You don’t love me. You don’t feel anything. You’re cold and heartless. I remember in our first year of marriage I would open up, talk about my feelings, and you would just walk away when I need you to talk. I thought you didn’t love me. After that happened a few times, I gave up. I was not willing to be hurt again. I did not know that at another time you would be able to listen to my feelings. I have spent twenty years trying to get you to talk. I am too tired of trying to get you to open up and share your feelings and be vulnerable. I will not stay in this marriage.”

Sandra’s conversations were generally one-sided. She would try to get him to talk first by asking him a string of questions. Then, before she could share what she wanted to talk about, she would become upset with his short answers. When she finally did share her feelings, they were always the same. She was upset that he was not open, loving, and sharing. 

Let’s look at their conversations.
Sandra says, “How was your day?”
Larry says, “OK.”
Sandra says, “What happened?”
Larry says, “The usual.”
Sandra says, “What do you feel like doing this weekend?”
Larry says, “I don’t care. What do you want to do?”
Sandra says, “Do you want to invite our friends over?”
Larry says, “I don’t know… Do you know where the TV schedule is?”
Sandra angrily says, “Why don’t you talk to me?”
Larry (stunned and silent)

Sandra says, “Do you love me?”
Larry says, “Of course I love you. I married you.”

Sandra says, “How could you love me? We never talk anymore. How can you just sit there and say nothing. Don’t you care?”

After this conversation, Larry would get up and go for a walk. When he came back he would act as though nothing had happened. Sandra would also act as though everything was fine, but inside she would withdraw her love and warmth. 

Chuck and Pam 

Chuck is a successful doctor. Like most professionals his work is very time consuming but very profitable. He couldn’t understand why his wife, Pam was so discontent. He earned a “good living” and he provided a “good life” for his wife and family, but when he came home his wife was unhappy. 
In Chuck’s mind, the more money he made at work, the less he needed to do at home to fulfill his wife. When he opened his own clinic and doubled his income, he assumed his wife was happy. 
However, Chuck did not realize that from Pam’s point of view, the more he earned, the less she got. His new clinic required more time and energy. Pam felt she was giving much more and getting less. From Chuck’s point of view, he was now giving more and should get more from his wife. He was satisfied with their relationship except for one thing-she wasn’t happy. He blamed her for wanting too much. To him, his increased paycheck equaled what she was giving. This attitude made Pam even more angry.
Let’s look at their conversations.
Pam says, “I do so much for you. All you care about are your work.”
Chuck says, “But my work pays for our beautiful house and allows us to go on vacations. You should be happy.”
Pam says, “I don’t care about this house or the vacations if we do not love each other. I need more from you.”
Chuck says, “You make it sound like you give so much more.”
Pam says, “I do. I am always doing things for you. I do wash, fix the meals, clean the house everything. You do one thing-you go to work, which does pay the bills. But then you expect me to do everything else.”
