	Materials:
- White board, markers, erasers

- Giving directions sheet for students
- A dialog sheet for pre-activity
- warm-up sheet for main activity

- A pair work sheet for main activity
- A cloze activity sheet for main activity


	Aims:

Main Aim: Students practice asking and giving for directions; they understand the directions and are able to describe the way to a certain destination.
Secondary Aim:  Students will be able to explain their route after the class.
Personal Aim: I want to reduce my TTT and increase STT. 

                            I want to improve my ICQ’s and CCQ’S. 

                            I want to give Ss some feedbacks before finishing the class.


	Language Skills:

- Speaking:  Role play, discussion, brainstorming
- Listening: interacting with other students, teacher’s instuction
- Reading: Students will read the conversation sheet and learn many vocabularies.

- Writing: places, route, map, cloze activity


	Language Systems:

- Discourse: role play, group discussion
- Phonology: ‘Excuse me’
- Lexis: vocabulary for directions
- Grammar: None to discuss.
- Function: cloze activity


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- They have experienced at asking the way they didn’t know.
- They have to speak English in the classroom
- They should follow teacher’s instruction.

- How to discuss their ideas with a partner


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-  Students have hard time to express a way they want to go. Then, have them refer to sheets a teacher handed in advance or ask teacher.  
-  If time is running out, shorten the discussion time. 
-  If time is more time than expected, give students more time to discuss their task.

	Procedure 
Greeting:
Greet students: “Hello everyone! How are you today?”
Write ‘Asking and giving for directions’ on the top of the board
Eliciting and Prediction:
“Have you ever had an experience with asking for directions? I also have. When you are looking for something, how would you ask? 
(Teacher needs to listen to students ideas and write them on the board. Add some vocabularies as needed. Ex) "Excuse me. Do you know where the post office is?"

"Excuse me. Can you point me to the nearest gas station?"

"Excuse me. Can you give me quick directions to the movie theatre?"

"Excuse me. Do you know how to get to the Shopping mall from here?"

"Excuse me. How do I get to the freeway from here?"

"Excuse me. I'm looking for Bank of America. I thought it was around here. Do you know where it is?"

"Excuse me. I'm looking for the post office. Do you know how to get there?"

"Excuse me. What is the best way to get to Seattle?")

And let them know how to pronunciation about ‘Excuse me’. 

“Most of the time, you should start by saying excuse me. The pronunciation for excuse me can be shortened. The shortened form sounds like 'scuse me.”

ICQ’s:  Would you ask them without saying ‘Excuse me,…?) –No.
OK. We will do the role play for directions. 



	Pre-activity

	Materials:  Sheets of a dialog for directions, white board, markers, erasers

	Time

5 Min.
3 minutes
	Set up

In pairs
Whole class
	Procedure Hand in dialog sheets. Make Ss pair up and do a role play activity and take turns being each character. 
“Attention please. Practice your intonation and pronunciation such as a real tourist. You have 5 minutes to practice.) 

Monitor and give time warning(1 minute left)
ICQs   1) What will you do?

2) Will you do only one character?

3) How much time do you have?

After 5 minutes, take a look at the second page of the sheet. Some vocabularies they don’t know are read.
“There are many expressions for directions. If you don’t understand what the meaning is, take a look at these quickly. They can be useful in today’s class.”
“Anyway, well done guys! Let’s move on to the next activity.”

	Main activity

	Materials: warm-up sheet, cloze sheet, a pair work sheet, white board, markers, erasers


	Time
10 minutes
2 minutes
5 minutes
1 minute 
	Set up
Individual
Ss will do the worksheet.

Ss board their answers. 
	Procedure: Place speakers and iPod on the table and play the song “What a wonderful world”

1) Ask Ss what genre they chose for the song. Elicit some reasons why they chose that genre.

2) Pass out 11 pieces of paper to the Ss.

3) Place markers within reach of all Ss.

Listening for details

Instruction: You will listen to the song two more times. This time you will draw what you hear in the song. You will use the blank paper, markers and crayons to make your picture.
Demonstration: For example, I listened to the song and drew this picture. Your pictures might be different. 
ICQs: 1) How many times will you listen to the song? (2 times)
             2) What will you do while listening? (drawing a picture of what we hear)

             3) What will you use to draw with?

(markers and colored crayons)

Begin activity. Monitor. Help Ss as needed.
Activity finishes.

Ss compare their pictures with each other and elicit some ideas from a few students.
Procedure: Show Ss the lyrics worksheet.
Procedure Ss board their answers as groups to see who got all the right answers. 


	Post-Activity

	Materials: discussion worksheet

	Time
7 minutes
	Set-up
S-S discussion
	Procedure: As a whole class 1,2,3,4). Write question #1-4 on the board. What your number is your question. 
Instruction: You will answer and discuss your questions with your partner. The person with the larger shoe size will write down your answers.
ICQs 1) What are you doing? (discussing questions with our partner)
2) Who will write down the answers? (the person with the larger shoe size)

3) Who are you working with? (they point to their partner)

Monitor students. Give a time warning.

Elicit groups to give their ideas for questions 2, 3, and 4. 

Goodbye to Ss Great job today. See you tomorrow

	Procedure

Instructions: Ask the students to listen to the sentence that their classmates tell them. They will then tell the person on their right the sentence. Tell them that the person on the right will start.

The last person will write the sentence that they heard on the board. 
Tell the 1st student the sentence: “The snow comes finer, more white and powdery.”
Demonstration: Model whispering with one student. Show them how to call the next S up.
CCQs:   1) Who will speak first? (S on my right)

               2) How loud will you speak? (whispering)

               3) What will the last person do? (write the sentence on the board.)
Instructions: 1) Give Ss a blank piece of paper
                            2) Ask students to close their eyes and listen to what they hear.

                             3) Have them open their eyes and elicit a few things that they heard.
                             4) Emphasize: 3 minutes and writing down at least 7 sentences.
Demonstration: Have students close their eyes and play a horn. Ask them to open their eyes and write down what they heard. Show students your paper which says, “I heard a horn honking.” Write the sentence on the board. Play another sound and elicit. Write this sentence on the board.
CCQs: 1) What are you doing? (listening)

             2) How long will you be listening for? (3 minutes)

             3) How many sentences will you write (at least seven)
Play some sounds from the iPod program. Elicit  from Ss some sentences. Write on the board.
