Aims:
 Main Aims:

- To practice listening from three speakers’ talks by dictating on a worksheet
- To practice speaking by sharing students own opinions about working abroad
 Secondary Aim:
- To learn the vocabulary and expression for describing the jobs by answering the questions
 Personal Aim:
 - To lead students involve activity 

 - To reduce Teacher Talk Time
Language Skills:

 - Listening: The speakers’ short speeches about their working experience in foreign countries
 - Speaking: Discussion on what Ss are thinking about working abroad.
 - Reading: Scrip on worksheet.
 - Writing: Handwriting (dictation)
Language Systems:

 - Phonology: Listening to various English accents around the world
 - Lexis: Learning words used in describing the job
 - Grammar: None to discuss
 - Function: Expression for an agree/disagree, giving an opinion 
 - Discourse: T-S interaction, S-S interaction
Assumptions:
 - All students have their jobs or at least they are looking for

 - Most students have heard of ‘working abroad’ before
 - Students sit by an individual
Media tools (laptop, loudspeakers) are installed in the class
 

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

 - Students may feel difficult to fill in the blank from the listening.
  -> Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
 - If some groups have no idea about the topic
  -> Have students imagine if they work in a foreign country and how it is going to be.
 - If some groups finish their discussion earlier than anticipated
-> Ask students what they have been talking 

-> Find those who have opposite opinions and let them talk to
 - If time is short

  -> Shorten the post-activity: whole class discussion (2 or 3min)

	1. Greeting:

Hello, everyone! How are you doing today? Pretty good? Nice. Before getting started today’s lesson, I would like to ask you one question.
Some of you already got a job and some are looking for. Then, when you choose the job, what might be considered, usually? 

(Elicit the important qualities)

2. Eliciting and Prediction:

Right. We can consider such many things, indeed. By the way, is there anyone who has an experience working in a distant area or different cultures? 
-Yes: Ask questions (to 1~2 students) 
Where have you worked before?
     How was it? Did you enjoy working there?
- No: Ask a question to whole class

Then, anyone who want to get a job in a different region or 
cultures, someday?
     Ask the volunteers
     You’ve got any particular place where you want to go?

Good. Working in a new place where it has different cultures or customs, seems quite challenging. There might have a lot of pros & cons. Today, we are going to listen to three speakers talking their job and experience working abroad. 
Now, let’s get a start.

Put your pens down.

Listen carefully what they speech.
ICQ

(pause )

Ok. What was about on Part 1?
(if no one responses, ask any words or phrases they’ve got during the listening)
Good, let’s move on to the listening Part 2.
Play the record file, ‘Part 2’
(pause)

Ok, then, what were they speaking in Part 2?
(check students answers)

Great, let’s go to the next
Play the record file, ‘Part 3’
(pause)

Well, what did they deliver in Part 3?
(check students answers)
Alright, you’ve done well. You may get some words or phrases to describe jobs and experiences from the listening. 

Now, we are going to listen again for details.
