	Anticipated Errors and Solutions

	- Students may not be able to well fill in the blank.

→ Let them listen to the REUTERS News again until they can fill in the blank.
-  Students may not be able to understand words meaning.
  → Use CCQ  in order to let the students understand meaning.

- Students may need more discussion activity time.
      → If it takes longer than 15 minutes, cut post-activity discussion.
- Students take earlier to complete their task than expected.

Iceland's cigarette prescription plan
One in seven people in Iceland smoke - years ago almost half of the population was cigarette buyers. Smoking is clearly on the decline but the country's health minister says it's not fast enough. Siv Fridleifsdottir has come up with a radical plan to stop children and youngsters taking up the unhealthy habit. She wants cigarettes sold by prescription only.

"We can see that every day in Iceland, about two youngsters are starting to smoke, it's more than 700 every year, and half of them will die before they should because of the diseases related to the smoking, and that's just unacceptable, so we would like to take some radical steps."

At the moment grocery shops and kiosks can sell cigarettes as long as they are kept under the counter and not put on display. The health minister's plan - to be phased in over 10 years - is to make them available only from pharmacists to people over the age of 20. 
Iceland's only tobacconist won a legal battle to display his stock. He's not impressed with the latest proposal.

"We did not know if we should laugh or cry when this proposal came from the government, because it's fascism to think that tobacco users should go to a pharmacy to buy their tobacco. Tobacco use is on a decline all over the world, so we are on the right track.

But seven percent of Iceland's 15 - 19 year olds smoke and Iceland's health minister says that's too many. She also wants smoking banned in cars carrying children and in all public places. Her bill will go before parliament after the summer recess.
