	Aims:

Main Aim:  Students will improve their speaking skills by telling people why he/she have to be a leader.
Secondary Aim:  Students have to think English words to express their own raffles.
Personal Aim: I want to improve my CCQ and ICQ’s.
                        I want to slow down my speaking speed.
                        I want to try to communicate with students more.

	Language Skills:

- Listening: Students will listen to what teacher explains about the class process.
- Speaking: Students will discuss about pictures and speech about why he/she have to be a leader
- Reading: One sentence in raffle
- Writing: Students will write about what they want to say. (depends on person)



	Language Systems:

- Phonology: Leader and Reader ( /l/ , /r/ )
- Lexis: None to discuss
- Grammar: None  to discuss
- Function: Stating why they have to be the leader
-Discourse: Sharing why they are good leaders or bad leaders (discuss pictures)




	Assumptions:

Students already know:
-various leaders in the world
-how to discuss their ideas 
-how to interpret nonstandard accents
-how to speech their own thinking
-how to vote
And students are Advanced level




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-  Students have a hard time understanding what is class about
         Explaining one more time about the class process
- Students have no idea what they have to present themselves about
         Give some hints, and get more ideas from other students
- If the voting has even number
          Vote one more time with those even Students
- If there are not enough time to vote,

          Just conclude without voting
