Personal Aim: I will increase STT through group activities
                            I will use CCQ, ICQ and board management properly
                            I will finish the class in 30 minutes sharp


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Teacher’s instructions, interacting with group members, other group’s 
promoting presentation
- Speaking:  Discussions within the group, group presentation

Divide the class into 4 groups
(Spot, Domestic, Province, Trailer)
Let each group select a spot they want to go to and make introduction scripts including location, attractiveness, transportation and so on. 5 sentences at least so that everyone in a group can have a chance to speak. Make sure the other groups do not know about the spot because they will make a guess later
Demonstration)

1. This is in the South Choong-chung province and close to the west sea

2. You can see beautiful women here
3. Some say the consumer price is quite high in this neighborhood.
4. The name of the city where this place is located is also the name of a medical company

5. Mud Festival is held annually and this is especially famous to foreigners 

Ss should come up with more specific reasons

Jeju island, Haeundae and Gyungpodae are not choosable because they are too popular easy to guess
Give them 6 minutes

- Be flexible here depending on the time left

How many sentences will you need? (5)

Can you choose … for your spot? (No)

How many minutes do you have? (6)

Are you going to tell the others about your vacation spot? (no)

Monitor Ss and help them if needed

Use the book JP prepared if they face difficulties
JP will divide the board into 4 sections for each group in advance

Give time warnings

3 minutes left, 1 minutes left, times’ up

Stop the activity 
Let each group give explanation about the spot. 1 student at a time and take a turn to guarantee free speaking chances.
