	Target Vocabulary:

Christmas, Gift, Why, Want, Have, Find


	Target Sentences:

What did you find?
I found a/an (something).

Whose Christmas gift do you want?

I want (name)’s (something).


	Materials:

Large size Christmas Tree Drawing / Christmas item flashcards /
Candy / 1 Christmas song mp3 file ( Rockin’s Around The Christmas Tree) / Mp3 player / ‘If you’re happy, and you know it’ lyric worksheet


	Aims/Objectives:
· Ss will know lots of Christmas items by activities such as ‘finding

   Christmas Items’ & ‘Taking away items’ (repeating words and

    pictures).
·  Ss will be able to learn how to make TPR song by change lyrics.


	Assumptions:
·  Ss have some background information about Christmas by hearing from their parents and friends or watching TV.

·   Alphabet

·   Ss learned how to read words at the beginner’s course. But they are not perfect. 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Some of Ss can not read flashcard words. 
      ► T will ask to the other Ss’ help.
· Some of Ss can have some difficulties to make TPR song. 
      Because they don’t know how to write lyrics. 
                              ► ¹ T will announce wrong spelling and writing are not the 
                                       problems.

	Pre-Activity

	Materials: Large size Christmas tree drawing ( flashcards stick on the tree) 
                 1 Christmas song mp3 file (Rockin’ around The Christmas tree)
                 Mp3 player
                 Candy



	Time
	Set Up
	Student Activity

	15 min.

	Whole class, standing
	· Ss answer Dec 25th is Christmas.
· Ss see the tree.
· Ss say all items.
· Ss come to the front.
· Ss take 5~6 flashcards off for each.
· Ss do the rock, scissors, paper.
· Ss get the order.
· Ss follow T’s instructions.
· Each S explains each step.
· After hide all items Ss stay at the front for the next step.
· Ss listen t’s instructions.
· Each S explains each step.
· Ss start to find items in the classroom for about 4 minutes until the song is finished.
· When Ss hear “Stop’, Ss stop what they’re doing, then com to the front.
· Ss say sentences on the board about their items.
· Show each person’s items to T.
· The winner S gets some candy.

	· Ask to Ss what is Dec 25th.
· Make Ss to look at the Christmas tree on the board.
· Let Ss say all items on the tree.
· Make every Ss come to the front.
· Let Ss take 5~6 flashcards off from the tree.
· Make Ss do the rock, scissors, paper to make the order.
· T gives ‘Finding Treasure Game’ instruction.
· “1.The first S must hide his/her items in the classroom for 1 minute.”
· “2. The other Ss must close their eyes.”
· “3. After finish the first S, the next S does this in the same way.”
· “4. When the last S will be done, back to the front and stay together.”
· Ask each step to each S to make sure the rules.
· During Ss hide their items t makes mp3 player is ready.
· When all Ss are finished, tell the next step.
· “1. T will play 1 Christmas song (Rockin’ around the Christmas tree) 2 times. It takes about 4 minutes.”
· “2. During play this song Ss will find all Christmas items which are hidden in the classroom.”
· “3.The S who may find the most items will be winner. The Winner could have some candy for prize.”
· Ask each step to each S to make sure the rules.
· Write sentences on the board. ‘What did you find? I found a/an (Something).’
· Check time & song during Ss’ activity.
· When the time goes 3minutes, say ‘we’re almost there, hurry up~.’
· At the 4 minutes, Say ‘Stop!’
· Gather Ss come to the front, and check what they have by using sentences on the board. Then count items and decide who get the most items.
· Say to Ss ‘who is the winner’ & give some candy.
· Cheer Ss & Say ‘well done’


	Main Activity

	Materials: Christmas item flashcards (which were got from the previous activity)
“Why did you come here?” lyric
                 Candy

	15 min.

	2 groups, Standing
	· Ss sit down and see what T write on the board.
· Ss go to the front.
· Ss sing together.
· Ss stand in a row with their members.
· Ss listen T’s instruction & look T’s modeling.
· Ss play this activity until their items are gone.
· Ss may know whose group is winner.
· All Ss get some candy.

	· Make Ss get back to their seat.
· Have some time to write ‘why did you come here?’ lyric on the white board.

· Lyric: ‘Why did you come here, come here, come here? I want a Christmas item, Christmas item, Christmas item. Whose Christmas item do you want? I want a (name)’s item, (name)’s item, (name)’s item. Rock, Scissors, Paper!’
· Make Ss come to the front.
· Sing this song together.

· T gives ‘Take Away Christmas items game’ instructions.

· “1. T needs 2 group (make 2 group & each group’s items should be the same numbers).

· “2. Stand in a row with the same group member. And hold the next S’s hand (They stand with face each other).

· T shows how to do this game (modeling).

· Decide winner group.
· Give some candy to all Ss & cheering them.


	Post Activity

	Materials: ‘If you’re happy, and you know it’ lyric worksheet

	15 min.

	Pairs, sitting
	· Ss sit down.
· Ss receive a worksheet.
· Ss know this song, they learned before.
· Ss stand up & sing with actions.
· Ss sit down.
· Ss look T’s modeling.
· Ss start their work with their partner.
· Ss wrap up their work.
· Each pair shows their TPR song.

	· Make Ss get back to their seat for the next activity.
· Hand out a worksheet.

· Let’s sing with actions together. (T’s modeling)

· Make Ss sit down.

· Give instructions.

· “1. Make your own Christmas song with your actions (T change 1 lyric then sing & show to the Ss as a modeling).”
· “2. If there’re some difficulties, you can get your friends’ help or T’s help.”
· “3.Don’t worry about right spelling, make easy song. This is very good.”
· “4. You guys need to finish this work in 5 minutes.”
· After 4 minutes go, watch Ss then if they need more time, give another 3~4 minutes, if it is possible.

· Check times & say wrap them up.

· Make each pair show their TPR song.

· Wrap this activity up & Cheer them.




	Wrap-Up ( If there’s some extra times )

	Materials: Nothing


	Time

	5 min.
	Whole class, Sitting

	· One S comes to the front to make an item with his/her body.
· The other Ss guess what this S’s item is.
· The S who can guess the answer raises his/her hand and says the answer.
· Ss Play this game until the class time is finished.
	· T says “we have some more minutes to finish this class. Then we could have another short activity. It is very simple & easy.”
· T picks one S to make a Christmas item with his/her body then say come to the front.
· When Ss raise their hands, pick one S who do the first then give a chance to answer.
· Then ask the body maker what the answer is right or wrong.
· Play this game until the class time is finished.
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
