	Aims:
Developing and broadening knowledge of character adjective vocabulary
To be able to describe people verbally

Talk slowly and clearly and encourage Ss interaction  




	Language Skills:

Listening: Listening to each other’s description of their ideal partner 

Reading: Reading the Descriptive vocabulary sheet

Speaking: Discuss amongst Ss about their ideal partner & describe them

Writing: Taking notes during discussion to present them to the class




	Language Systems:
Function: Describing the Ss’ ideal partners

Lexis: Vocabulary sheet

Discourse: Ss will share their personal experiences of their past encounters

Grammar: Conditional+adjectives (eg. I would like my ideal partner to be understanding.)




	Assumptions:

            As all the Ss are adults, they will have past experiences of love/relationships

            Ss will be able to discuss among themselves quite freely and sensibly

            Ss will know how to use adjectives with the conditional tense

            Ss will be able to present their discussions




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Ss may not understand some vocabulary provided

-CCQ the vocabulary in question with the whole class

Ss might finish the wallchart activity too soon

-Cut the time short

Wallchart activity may run over the estimated time

-Omit or shorten the post activity
