· Ss will discuss by creating role-play in a group. 
· Ss will learn about role-play by actually doing role-play.
· Ss will learn how to cooperate with others by working with group member. 
· It will be helpful for Ss in developing communication skills by discussion and doing role-play.

	Assumptions

	· Ss can work with others.

· Ss have a certain level of speaking and listening. 
· Ss aren’t familiar with doing role-play even if they did it once before.


	

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions

	Ss probably will need more time to create role-play.
- T will give 1~2 more minutes to Ss.

Ss are confused with concept of debate and discussion.

- T needs to give clear explanation to Ss.
Overtime

- T will just explain what discussion is (do not explain debate). 
- T will give short instruction and give instruction sheet instead of talking. 

- T will reduce time for Ss to discuss and do role-play (3~5mins)  
SOS Activities

- T will give more time to do role-play in groups. (4~7mins)
- T will give more time to allow each group to review the other group’s activity.(Feedback).

· Are there two sides in discussion?

Yes that is right. We just learned briefly. 

And, let’s do some fun activities.

<ICQs>

· Do you work alone?

· How many pictures will you choose to make a dialogue?
· What do you need to do after receiving a picture? 

<Instruction >
·  You have 4mins for group discussion.
· Elicit whatever you think and It doesn’t matter how many people or what kind of people will be. 
<ICQs>

(Pick one S)

· How long time do you have to discuss?

· Are there any limited rules to perform?  
Ok, let’s start making your own story/dialogue with groups. Start!

(While students discuss in groups both Ts walk around in the class to monitor and give some ideas if they need) 

(T changing)
Give time warning - 1min to go
Okay, have you finished making a dialogue? Before we start, do you know what role-play is? 

(Eliciting from Ss)
