	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Using flag-flash card and people-flash card to distinguish between country and nationality
· Playing the matching game to memorize the nationality
· Painting the flags and matching same cards to memorize the country
· Doing the role play and playing the game by using useful sentences
