	Aims:
· Ss will be familiar with new words through  “new word check” and T’s explanation.
· Ss will know main idea by skimming the reading text and expressing using drawing

· Ss are able to scan the reading text by answering comprehension questions.

· Ss are able to summarize the reading text.

· Ss will improve speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group. 




	Language Skills:
· Reading: reading text “What Is Bullying?” / worksheet
· Writing: answering word quiz, comprehension questions and summarizing reading text
· Speaking: sharing ideas in a group
· Listening: listening to Ts explanation, instruction, classmates presentation and ideas. 


	Language Systems:
· Lexis:  guessing words using context

· Discourse:    sharing the ideas
· Phonology : yell at / victim


	Assumptions:  
· Ss are accustomed to reading the meaning of new words in English.

· Ss are accustomed to working individually and in groups of 4~5

· Ss are accustomed to answering the questions in English.
· Ss know how to skim and scan reading text.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Ss  may not know the meaning of new words exactly.
→ Draw a picture on the board or answer the meaning in Korean.

· Ss may not know how to summarize the reading text.
→ Explain how to summarize using the worksheet #4
· Ss may finish the main tasks earlier than others.
→ Give them the supplementary worksheet “making some sentences using the new word”

· Ss may not be used to drawing the reading text.
→ Tell them, “drawing skill is not important but skimming the reading text is important.

<CCQ>
What is the similar word of yell?

Show me “yell”.

☞  victim
<Presentation>
(put the “victim” flash card on the board)

-Repeat after me, victim

Does anyone know the meaning of “victim”?

It means a person who is harmed by another person.
<CCQ>
(Teacher pretends to hit one of the students.)  
Who is the victim?

:  Let’s check more words using pop quiz. Solve these questions alone. You have 2minutes.

< CCQ>
Do you work alone?

How much time do you have?

Time’s up. Let’s check the answers together.

<Feedback>
Can you understand all the new words?

You did good job.

	2. Task A
<Instruction>

First of all, I am going to give you only 2 paragraphs of passage. After reading 2 paragraphs, you draw what you read and what you understood on this paper. Work with your group. You have 5 minutes. 
<Demonstration>

For example, “I have a pretty and kind teacher.” (Draw it by myself on the board.) 

Drawing well is not important but skimming the reading text is important.
<CCQ>

What will you do?

Who do you work with?

Is Drawing skill important?

(Run task)

<Feedback>

Have you all finished?

(If no-give 30seconds extra time

If yes-discuss the groups’ answers)

Ok. It’s time to present and explain your pictures. You explain your picture to other group.

(Explain the topic and Ss’ presentations again.)

3. Task B
<Instruction>

Now, you’re going to read whole passage for 3minutes and then to solve the comprehension questions for 3 minutes. Read individually and silently. 
<Demonstration>

For example, is the situation in the first paragraph a real bullying? No, it is not real bullying
<CCQ>

What will you do?

Do you read loudly?

How much time do you have?

(Run task)

<Feedback>

Do you need more time?

(If yes-give 30 seconds extra reading time

If no- have Ss share their ideas with partner.)

Is it difficult?

Let’s check the answers together.

 Which of these examples is bullying? Often we think of a bully as someone who hits or yells at others. But bullying is not just about actions. Rather, bullying is about (                A                 ) in which the bully wants to control the other person. Dose Mike bully Bob? No. Their relationship is equal. Mike is not trying to control Bob or hurt his feelings. Mary, on the other hand, is a bully. Mary does not hit Susan. But she tries to control Susan’s life by making her unpopular.

 Bullying affects many people. Victims of bullying become very unhappy. They might start to hate school or being around others. We have all heard news reports about people who kill themselves because of bullying. Bullying even affects students who are not victims. They may live in fear of becoming the bully’s next victim. Bullying is an important social problem that poisons schools. It is a problem, however, that has a solution. By understanding it and working together, we can put an end to bullying.
