  We are live in society and we are interacting to each other. We have governments and organizations and they set law and regulations for a better society. A class is also one of society and it need to be managed for better atmosphere for students. 

When I was in Canada for Intensive English Language Program, it had the “English Only” Policy. At the begging of the program, teachers emphasized it. They said “If you speak your language, you will get warning from a teacher and it will affects your score.” At that time, there were only two Korean among the 15 classmates so I had to speak English to communicate with others. The half of the classmates were Chinese and they spoke in Chinese every breaktime and sometimes in class. At first, teachers warned them but later they seemed like giving up. I thought the policy was very strict but It was not. The warning was just fished as warning. 

In a society, when we make a rule, it need to get agreements from members. In the case of IELP, the “English Only” Policy was forced to students like a conqueror gives orders to prisoners. A person who do not follow the order become a hero. Therefore, the “English Only” policy need to be discussed with students and let them set the rules by themselves. Adults learners need to be shown respect and they are relevancy-oriented. If they set the rules themselves it will give students  more clear view why they speak only English and what is responsible for it. If I am the IELP teacher, I will ask students make the rules themselves and at the last class of a day I will give a graph to students and let them think how much you speak your language compare with English. And then let them draw the graph. Students will have time for self-reflection by this activity.

Last year I joined English speaking club in Deagu. It had strict policies for lateness and absences. The penalty for absences was 5,000 won and for being late was 2,000 won. There were no acceptable excuses of it and I had to pay the fine even for 1 second late. No one complained of it and I felt it is fair because of the strictness. The club had not only penalties but also rewards. If I was on time, I could get 5 points and if I wasn’t last for a month, I could get additional 20 points. When the point saved more than 120 points I could cover the entree fee 3,000won with the points. I would like to apply this rules, giving points and using it some valuable way, to my future class. For example, I will give a stamp to students who are on time and when they get full of 30 stamps, they can chose a prize among English comics, a toy, etc. If a student  be late or absent, they have to collect the stamp from the begging again. It will affects to students behaviors as the Operant conditioning theory of B. F. Skinner.

At the English speaking club, each member had to prepared topics and a presentation in turn. We had a club manager and he arranged the order that who will prepare the topic and who will be a presenter. He made sure of the turn with the members. We had to upload materials on website a week before the presentation. If I did not upload on time, the manager set my turn again in next week. It mean I had to give another presentation again. Giving presentation is a hard work so avoiding this occasion I should keep in mind of my turn. In my future class I will have a class captain and let students set a presentation schedule. I also will check it during class so make sure when is their turn. I will check how the preparation is going on and if they have some problems I will give some advices.

 In a class, a teacher is not only one important person for study, classmate are also important elements for effective study. Students will make the atmosphere of the class and most of the students will assimilate of it. The most basic terms for better atmosphere in class is having ownership themselves. Teachers should give motivation rather than giving orders. Students already know  what  is right and wrong  and  what they should do.
