	Aims:

- Main aim: Developing Ss’ reading skills to find the key message by inferring the keywords or the title from the article.
-Secondary aim: Encouraging Ss with their specific aim of being a good teacher by discussing about qualifications of good teacher and by benchmarking from movie characters.
-Personal aim: I want to maximize interaction between S-T and also S-S by dealing with the topic that all Ss are interested in common. 



	Language Skills:
· Listening: Ss will listen to the teacher’s instructions,  video clip and their class students’ speaking 
· Speaking: Ss will answer questions, discuss in pairs
· Reading:  Ss will read worksheets
· Writing:  None to discuss


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Words frequently used to introduce movies
· Phonology: None to discuss 
· Grammar: Error correction
· Function: Inferring the key message from the passage
· Discourse:  Team discussion


	Assumptions:  
· All students are adults learners preparing to be a teacher
· Most Ss know at least one movie with its subject about school life
· Most Ss are likely to be a qualified teacher. 
· Ss are advanced enough to have a teach discussion 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Anticipated Errors
Solutions
Ss might not know some lexical words related to today’s lesson.
Teacher will elicit the meaning of the words from students and give explanation.
Some Ss may not be familiar with some movies released in 1990 or earlier.
Teacher will give a plot or summary of a movie 

or show a short video clip so that Ss can catch 

up with the subject.
Activities might go longer than expected 
Teacher will reduce the playing time of the video clip.
Activities might end earlier than expected
Teacher will show some more video clips among Ss’ recommendations.
Computer does not work to play the audio file

Teacher will use a mobile phone instead

Plot

In 1959, the Welton Academy is a staid but well-respected prep school where education is a pragmatic and rather dull affair. Several of the students, however, have their thoughts on the learning process (and life itself) changed when a new teacher comes to the school. John Keating (Williams) is an unconventional educator who tears chapters of his textbooks and asks his students to stand on their desks to see the world from a new angle. Keating introduces his students to poetry, and his free-thinking attitude and the liberating philosophies of the authors he introduces to his class have a profound effect on his students, especially Todd (Ethan Hawke), who would like to be a writer; Neil ( Robert Sean Leonard), who dreams of being an actor, despite the objections of his father; Knox (Josh Charles), a hopeless romantic; Steven (Allelon Ruggiero), an intellectual who learns to use his heart as well as his head; unconventional Gerard (James Waterston); and practical Richard (Dylan Kussman). Keating urges his students to seize the day and live their lives boldly; but when this philosophy leads to an unexpected tragedy, headmaster Mr. Nolan (Norman Lloyd) fires Keating, and his students leap to his defense. Dead Poets Society was nominated for four Academy Awards, including Best Picture and Best Actor for Robin Williams.

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Jaime Escalante is a mathematics teacher in a school in a hispanic neighbourhood. Convinced that his students have potential, he adopts unconventional teaching methods to try and turn gang members and no-hopers into some of the country's top algebra and calculus students. The classic teacher movie whose message is very important in today's society: never believe that students are unable to learn.





Louanne Johnson is an ex-marine, hired as a teacher in a high-school in a poor area of the city. After a terrible reception from the students, she tries unconventional methods of teaching (using karate, Bob Dylan lyrics etc) to gain the trust of the students. Very true-to-life, Dangerous Minds does not fall into sentimentality but instead teaches us of the importance of making our own choices and not allowing circumstances to rule us.








A school in Paterson, New Jersey, it faces the possibility of being taken over by the state. So the mayor asks the school superintendent for help, and he suggests that they appoint the controversial Joe Clark as the school principal. And when Joe Clark arrives, he shakes things up by reassigning teachers and calling all of them incompetent. And it isn't long before a lot of people want him out, but at the same time, he gains the respect of some of the teachers and the students.. This film shows the importance of having strong leadership at the top.








Glenn Holland is a musician and composer who takes a teaching job to pay the rent while, in his 'spare time', he can strive to achieve his true goal - compose one memorable piece of music to leave his mark on the world. As Holland discovers 'Life is what happens to you while you're busy making other plans' and as the years unfold the joy of sharing his contagious passion for music with his students becomes his new definition of success. This memorable movie gives all teachers hope that they truly have an impact on their students.





Painfully shy Todd Anderson has been sent to the school. His room-mate, Neil, although exceedingly bright and popular, is very much under the thumb of his overbearing father. The two, along with their other friends, meet Professor Keating, their new English teacher, who tells them of the Dead Poets Society, and encourages them to go against the status quo. The central message of the movie, to live life to the fullest everyday, is not lost.





Produced in 1967, this film with Sidney Poitier as a novice teacher has a lot to teach us today. Poitier takes a teaching position in the rough part of London in order to pay his bills. Realizing that his students need to be taught important life lessons more than the curriculum he has been handed to teach them, he throws out the lesson plans and makes a real impact on their personal lives.








Young Helen Keller, blind, deaf, and mute since infancy, is in danger of being sent to an institution. Her inability to communicate has left her frustrated and violent. In desperation, her parents seek help from the Perkins Institute, which sends them a "half-blind Yankee schoolgirl" named Annie Sullivan to tutor their daughter. Through persistence and love, and sheer stubbornness, Annie breaks through Helen's walls of silence and darkness and teaches her to communicate.Very few people can watch the famous 'water' scene without experiencing a feeling of triumph and relief. 





A down-on-his-luck businessman desperately takes the only job offered - a teacher in the U.S. Army. Danny Devito's performance as a teacher of the 'Double-D's' is both humorous and inspired. What appears to be a light-hearted comedy truly has a deeper meaning. Devito's character proves that William Shakespeare still has much to teach students. Surprisingly clean and somewhat corny at times, Renaissance Man in the end teaches important life lessons on responsibility and character.








The true story of a young teacher who fights against the board of education in her bid to teach underprivileged kids in a Harlem school the beauty of music through the violin. In her struggle she loses everything as the system comes down on her with all their might but her determination for the kids happiness helps her to battle back with wonderfully inspirational results.This film shows the influence that one person's drive and vision can have on others. Definitely a heart-warming movie.








While not normally thought of as a 'classroom' movie, The Karate Kid has much to say to teachers: Sometimes we have to have our students do things that they will not understand until much later; Basic skills are most important; Honor and integrity are central to character; Students need to see us beam with excitement over their achievements. A fun, nostalgic and inspiring movie to relish.
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
