They are pure and sweet and receive their learning in its 
present condition.  Children are the future leaders of the world that we live in and I 
want to make a difference in their lives so that they can be a wise and understanding 

leader in the world that they live in.  It is very rewarding from a teacher’s point of 

view, when I see a change in a pupil (a good one, that is).  It makes me so proud to 
see him or her improve, and in myself that I was a part of his or her life in directing   


From this course, I hope to become a better teacher in every way.  I hope to 

become a teacher who is more loving, patient, encouraging and understanding.  I 

want to be the teacher who lovingly pushes her students to do better and to be better 
people.  In addition, I would like to be able to be more outgoing and creative so that 

I can allow the students to engage in future activities.  I’ve had the most difficulty 

when it comes to being creative.  I have always been stuck in coming up with new 

ideas and new games to help my students learn.  Now I feel that I have improved a 

little bit but I want to be able to have a more innovative mind in creating my own 

games and hands-on activities.

I believe the current education system in Korea can be overbearing to 
children a lot of times.  As an educator myself, I am a strong believer that education 
should be a top priority.  However, when I hear of students’ schedules, going from 

one different hagwon to another, staying up all night finishing assignments I do not 

believe that this is the best education our children should be receiving.  

As a teacher, I want to set an environment of home for my students.  I want 
to them to feel relaxed and not so stressed while studying and give them a positive 
message that learning can be fun and not so serious all the time.  My goal is to 
teach and train my students to want to become the best and to never stop
