	Before jumping in to the activity, I’ll give you guys a short lecture on the rules for using articles.

(Prepares for PowerPoint)

*Start the powerpoint slide*
Okay, ‘a’ and ‘an’ are the indefinite articles. These are the articles that are used for none specific object, or if there is only one, or it is clear which one we are talking about. It is also used when we are talking about something for the first time. 
‘a’ and ‘an’ has exactly the same use, but ‘an’ is used when the next word starts with vowel sounds.

CCQ

Do we use ‘A/AN’ for specific object? =NO

Is AN used before a word that has Vowel sound in the beginning?=YES
In sentence, it could be use like “I work in a factory”. You don’t know exactly where I work, but I work in the factory.

 Second sample sentence is “She is an English teacher”. Because English starts with pronunciation ‘ee’ it’s a an not a. 
A and an is also used for adjectives for person and things, or to say it belongs to a particular group.
For example, you have a nice car! Nice is an adjective, so ‘a’ comes before nice. A cat is an animal, a bus is a vehicle. Animal and vehicle both represents a group of some type, so a/an comes before it.
Lastly, indefinite article is used to talk about someone’s job. As an example, I could say ‘My best friend works as an accountant!’
Now, we will move on to definite article.

The is the definite article. However there are two ways to pronounce it. One sounds like ‘Thuh’, and other one sounds like ‘Thee’. When the word after ‘The’ starts with consonant sound, we pronunciation will be Thuh, otherwise, it will be Thee.

Definite article is used when you and the listener both knows what you are talking about. For example, you could say ‘did you lock the car?’. Since you are talking about the specific car, it is the.

The is also used in front of geographical points on the globe, rivers, oceans and seas. The north pole, the pacific, the Nile river these are all geographical region, river, ocean, so we have to have The in front of those words. 

Similar to that, we also use definite article in font of nouns that we know there is only one of a particular thing. The sun, the wind, the earth, the white house, there are only one of kind for these, so we need to have the. However there is an exception. For particular instances, such as “cold wind” instead of just definite article, you should use indefinite article.

Definite article is also used when mentioning the best, most famous and other extremes. For example, I could say “Times tesol is the way to go!” This means times tesol is the best, and to say that, you need to use The. More common sentence would be “Ben is the best teacher I’ve ever seen!”
Also definite article is used with singular countable nouns to talk about a type of things. “The computer was invented in 20th century” this talks about computers in general, not one specific one. ‘Scott plays the violin’. This also isn’t talking about a specific violin I’m playing, it is just indicating that I play certain type of instrument. 
When the is used with adjective it could be talking about the group of people.  For example, The unemployed implies everyone that is currently unemployed, and the French implies every French people. 

The is also used to talk about the location of place within another place. Such as in sentence like this, ‘Seoul is in the north part of South Korea’. 

Now we just learnt the usage of articles. Now, I’ll explain few things on situations where we shouldn’t be using articles. 

Articles are not needed for continents, countries, regions, cities, streets mountains, lakes and parks. Although there are exception to this rule. If the name of country contains kingdom, republic, State or Union, you have to have The in front of it. As an example, Italy, California, Mount Everest doesn’t have The in front of it, but United states and United kingdom has to have The in front of it.
Also no article is needed when comparing the location of two places. For example, Spain is south of France.
