	Aims:
Main aim: To enable students to improve their grammar skills by applying the superlative form 
Secondary aim: Students will acquire new vocabulary through worksheet and discussion
Personal aim: I will reduce my TTT, increase STT

I want to provide instruction and explanation more clearly for my students

I will be more confident


	Language Skills:
- Reading: reading the worksheet and a wall chart that a teacher gave to them 

- Listening: listening to the teacher’s instruction, demonstration, and other students’ talking
-Speaking: repeating the example of superlative sentences and making a sentence, as using the superlative form
- Writing: writing down answers to complete their exercise handout
Language Systems:
- Phonology: practicing some vocabulary that students might not know 

Ex) Vatican city, the Pope, vowel, consonant 
- Grammar: The superlative form
- Lexis: learning new vocabulary from the worksheet and exercise
- Function: answering the questions and making their own sentences
- Discourse: interaction between teacher-student and student-student


	Assumptions about students:
- Students can compare which one is the smallest/tallest/best/worst 
- Students might enjoy the kinesthetic activity


	Possible Problems and Solutions:

- Students may not know some vocabulary that teacher used
→ Encourage students to guess the words from the context

→ If students still don’t understand the word, the teacher explain what it is, as the last solution
- If the class finish later than what teacher thought
→ Just ask questions for the worksheet rather than giving time to complete the handout

	Description of activities
Wait until all students are settled in their seats
Greeting:
Hello, everyone. How are you today? 
 (students respond)
Good. By the way, do you like travelling?
(After the students answered, the teacher tell them “I like travelling and taking a picture of landscape)
I know some of you guys have been overseas before. Then,  (pointing Russia on the map)
Do you know where it is? 

Yes, it is Russia, which is the biggest country in the world. Everyone knows that Russia is the biggest country in the world. However, do you guys know the smallest country in the world?
(they might have no idea so the teacher can give clues, as pointing the map) 
It is Vatican, where is located in Rome, Italy, ruled by the Pope. 
(explain what the Pope is, if students don’t know this word, show the picture of the Pope)

CCQ:

Is the Vatican city smallest country in the world?

Is there any smaller country than Vatican?
As we already learned the biggest and smallest country in the world, we will learn the superlative form today! Are you excited?

	Procedure
Instruction:
 (showing a wall chart)
Can you see these words there? Great
There are few rules that we should know about the superlative form, so I wrote down for class.
I know you guys already knew how to make the superlative form so it will be quite boring. However, I just want to make sure that there are rules to make the form that you should explain to your students in near future. So, I hope it will be a memorable lesson!
So, there are basically 6 rules. Firstly, if the word of one syllable ending in ‘e’, then you should add ‘-st’ to the end of the word. For example, there is ‘wide’, then what is the superlative form of this word? 

(student response)

Secondly, if the words of one syllable, with one vowel and consonant at the end, you should double the consonant and add ‘-est’ to the end of the word. So, for ‘big’, how can you change it to the superlative form?

(student response)

Thirdly, when the words of one syllable, with more than one vowel or more than one consonant at the end, you should add ‘-est’ to the end. There is ‘high’, how can you change it?
(student response)

If words of two syllables, ending in ‘y’, you should change ‘y’ to ‘i’ and add ‘-est’ to the end.
For, ‘happy’, it will be changed to… happiest 

(eliciting)
And, if words of two syllables or more, not ending in ‘y’, you should place ‘the most’ before the adjective.

For example, you can change ‘beautiful’ to ‘most beautiful’
Good! Lastly, there are exceptions that you should remember. They are ‘good’, ‘bad’ and ‘far’
CCQ:

Is “the furthest” the superlative form of “far”?
Is “beautifulliest” (a wrong word) the superlative form of “beautiful”?
I will write down some adjective so you can make as the superlative form. Okay?
(writing down words of ‘exciting’, ‘spicy’, ‘sad’, ‘unusual’, ‘red’, ‘sleep’ and ‘short’ on the board)

One person can choose one word to change it. 

Let’s go.  

(monitoring, error correction)

(The answers : the most exciting, the spiciest, the saddest, the most unusual, the reddest, the sleepiest and shortest)

Great! well done guys.

You can have a look.

There will be simple adjectives and the superlative form. So, please come out to the front everyone.

The right side for simple adjective and the left side for the superlative form team.

What we will do is lining up game!
I will ask some questions and you should line up. And who makes a line quickly and right, you will get a plus score. And if you have more scores at the end, your team will be the winner. Okay?
And you guys shout “finished” altogether. 
So, for example, if I say “line up from the person who has the fastest month of your birth” then January will be the first and second should be February
ICQ:

What are you going to do?

Are we doing individually?

So first question is

1. Line up from the tallest to the shortest!

2. Line up from the youngest to the eldest!

3. Line up from the person who has the fastest month of your birth!
4. Line up from the person who has the longest hair to shortest hair!

5. Line up from the person who has the fastest alphabet in your first name!

(during the activity, the teacher should check and monitor the score and make sure that students lined up in a right way)
