	Assumptions :  student are - :

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Student may not understand to the passage easily
⇒ Explain by gesture and realia until they get the gist of the content
· Student may not be able to pick up detail from the listening

⇒ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
⇒ Be explicit directly and clearly

· Student may need time to check worksheet

⇒ If it takes longer than 1 minute , cut answer-checking short by verbally

sharing the answer.

· If time is short

⇒ Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share

their opinions about “what’s most important in a personal mentor.”
· If student finish their tasks earlier

⇒ Ask students about their idea of a good personal mentor
