But, I’m getting ahead of myself. Let me tell you my story.

  I had a fairly standard childhood. I was born on a blue planet to a blue mother and blue father. And when I was a mere eight days old, my life as I knew it was completely destroyed. Pretty normal so far, right?

  Our planet was in a state of chaos – buildings were collapsing and people were screaming and literally running for their lives as two of our neighboring planets were being sucked into a black hole.

  My parents, who couldn’t wait to get me out of the house, strapped me into an escape pod. I was all alone, except for my trust sidekick, Minion. He was a little fish in a fluid-filled ball. That was a lot of expectation to place on a little baby, don’t you think? 
   As my pod launched into space, I was alone. Or so I thought. It turns out that another family from another doomed planet in the Glaupunk Quadrant had a very similar idea. They, too, placed their infant son in a pod and sent him off to safety. As I looked out the window of my pod, I was the Golden Baby staring back at me through the window of his golden pod. Well, he wasn’t just staring--- the little brat was sticking his tongue out at me! Mr. Goody -Two-Shoes and I were officially introduced, and our rivalry was born! 

Our pods raced toward Earth. Mine was a bumpy ride through an asteroid field. Golden Boy’s ride was smooth sailing. My pod hit an orbiting satellite, and was headed toward a palatial estate. Boy, that place sure looked sweet! But then suddenly, the golden pod knocked me off course, and it landed there instead of me! Beautiful gates opened and the golden pod rolled across a stately lawn, through an ornate front door, and came to rest safely under a Christmas tree in the home of Lord and Lady Scott.
  And me? My pod tumbled out of the sky, bounced through a dirty alley and slammed through the wall of the Metro City penitentiary. Instead of a palace, I had landed in jail! But don’t feel sorry for me, it was a lovely place, and I called it home. The prisoners greeted me with open arms. And they taught me many valuable lessons. For instance, they taught me the difference between right-a robber-and wrong-a cop. Simple lessons, really.

 Mr. Goody-Two-Shoes, on the other hand, had life handed to him on a silver platter. On that Christmas morning, after the golden pod landed under the tree, Lady Scott thanked her husband for the lovely gift-a baby. Thinking fast, Lord Scott accepted the thanks (really, he had no idea where the baby had come from) and the two became a family of three.

  Now, coming from another planet, Mr. Goody-Two-Shoes had superpowers. He had the power of flight, invulnerability, and great hair. I might not have had all the things my rival had. Oh yes, my friends, life is not easy when you’re young and blue. 
  As a schoolboy, I learned a very hard lesson—good (Mr. Goody-Two-Shoes) receives all the praise and gold stars, while evil (me) is sent to quiet time in the corner. Sitting in that corner, I spotted two bottles labeled DO NOT MIX. A lightbulb went off in my head. Are you having a hard time following me? I’ll put it to you simply-- I blew up the school!
