        -Worksheet for the activity game(12copies) 


	Aims:

-To learn vocabulary and expressions associated with Christmas by understanding the meaning of the words and filling the right word in the blank

--Students will be able to sing Christmas carol and remember it

 -To have the opportunity to think about their own dream and wants



	Language Skills:

-Reading: vocabulary worksheet

-Listening: the teacher's explanation about new vocabulary, the singers' Christmas carol

-speaking: answers about the teacher's question, giving one's individual opinions, sing along

-Writing: details(dictation), fill in the blank


	Language Systems:

 -Lexis: words used in describing Christmas and the feelings

 -Phonology


	Assumptions:

-Ss have seen many trees decorated on Christmas.

-Ss know what Christmas is.

-Ss have heard many Christmas carols in Korean and can sing them.

-Ss can speak and write in English but not very well

-Ss know the teacher's style of teaching      




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Some Ss may not be able to write to dictation easily 

     - Chunk the listening and Let them listen to the tracks again until they can do it

Some Ss will have difficulty in understanding the meaning of the words

    -  Give some easy examples or funny story related to them

If Ss need more time to finish their activity (cut-off plan)

    -  Be flexible with time. Give Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of the past activity.

If Ss finish their activity early(SOS plan)

    -  Give Ss an extra tusk or warm up game

-Ss listen to teacher and understand them
-Ss fill the right words in the blank with their partners
-Ss check answers with T
-Ss make a short story using the these words within each group

-each group tell the other groups the story they make

	-T: Before we will learn a few carol songs, it is important to learn the words, pronunciation, and the meaning.
First, look at the word “naughty”
What do you guess this word means?
It means the children who behave badly or do not do what they are told.
It, in simple language, not good.
Pronunciation is (너;티) , repeat after me.
 (T explains the definition of each word in this way)
-T:(Distribute the worksheet and monitor discreetly)
Now, make pairs. And talk about this and fill the right words in the blank as you have just learned with your partner
CCQ: What are you doing?

T: Tell me your answer one by one.
     We are going to check answers.
-T: At first, make three groups.
And then, make a short but interesting story, using all of these words

-CCQ: What are you doing?

      How much time do you have?

-T: Tell us the story you make
