	Aims:

· To learn and practice the basic preposition terminologies through a listening 

activity.
· To generate the ability to follow instructions from listening. 

· To be able to create individually a set of instructions so that others can follow.




	Language Skills:
· Listening- listening and understanding instructions from teacher and recording.

· Speaking- communicating with group members.

· Writing- generating a set of instructions for others to follow.

· Reading- reading their own instructions to make sure it’s clear for others.



	Language Systems:
· Lexical- preposition used to explain instructions.

· Grammatical- using the right structure to explain details of the instructions.




	Assumptions:

Students already know:

· Only English is allowed in the classroom

· The teachers style of teaching and pace of the course

· Most students understand preposition

· Most students are able to understand and interpret instructions

· Basic writing skills to generate their own instructions

· Students will have basic understanding of the shopping mall language such as name of shops and brands.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may not understand the recorded instructions.

->Yes- playback the instructions 

->No- don’t playback the instructions

· Students may not finish the group activity

->Give them extra time to finish or give them a helping hand

· Students may not understand preposition

->Help students understand preposition through activities.

	Whole class sitting in a circle at their desks


	-Students are awaiting instructions.

-Students give suggestions directed by the eliciting done by teacher.

-Students come up with a conclusion by themselves.


	-Express random prepositions of objects. 

“I’m standing in front of you” 

“The window is behind the board”

“The floor in under my feet”.

(Elicit from students what I have been expressing). 

“What was I doing?”

-Very good. Yes today we are going to learn about prepositions used in spoken instructions. 

-But first we are going to do a simple activity to find out what prepositions are.

	Whole class looking at the image
	-Students look at the image trying to figure out what the image is.

-The first student starts.

-Other students observe what the first student does.

-Students who already know what preposition are will be fine but the students who don’t know preposition very well will gain a solid understanding of the terminology. 
	Instructions:

-I will point out an item in the image and you will have to explain the position of the item in the room by using prepositional words e.g. under, over, top of, next to etc.

Demonstrate 

-The first item is sofa. So I would say “the sofa is in front of the mirror”. 

-We will go around the classroom starting from (assign direction left or right). 

CCQ

Who’s pointing out the item?

What are preposition words?

-Correct any mistakes made throughout the activity and complement the students. Good job.

	Individual activity sitting in their seats

	-Students will have a general idea about what prepositions are by now.

-Students will listen to the recording once at first to gain a general idea of what the recording is about (The top-down model).

-Students concentrate on listening while visualizing the instruction onto the worksheet.

-Students will experience a real life situation representing the relation between the designer and the client.

-Always reminding the students through CCQ helps clear up any misunderstandings or uncertainty about the given instructions.

-The students will experience and practice giving clear instructions for others to follow. Furthermore they will practice the preposition terminology through speech and listening. 


	Instructions

-For this activity you will be a designer for a client who wants to place businesses in an empty shopping mall. 

-The instructions will be given to you by a recording sent through email since the client is very busy. 

-Listen carefully to what the recording

is telling you to do.

-(Play the whole recording and stop)

-(Elicit “What was the recording about?”)

-Hand out the worksheet (mall layout)

-Listen carefully to the recording and figure out what the instructions are telling you. 

-Follow the instructions to create your mall design.

Demonstrate

(Play the first instruction and stop)

“I want the coffee shop to be on left next to the elevator A”.

-Explain the preposition using the worksheet and write down coffee shop next to the elevator A.

CCQ

What do we have to do?

Who is giving you the instructions?

What is your job?

-“Remember to listen to prepositions”.

-Finish recording and match answers

-Discuss what was hard and easy about the activity.

-“Good job. Did everyone enjoy that?” 

Instructions

-This time we will get in pairs with our mall design and we will take turns being the client. 

-You will take turns in giving instructions to your partner. 

-The instructions will be about changing the mall design anyway you want to. But remember to use clear instructions using prepositions.

Demonstration

“I want the coffee shop to be between the bakery and the Electronic store”

-You have to change your design as your partner (or client) had instructed you to. Once you are done change roles and repeat the exercise.

CCQ

Who do we give instructions to?

Do we have to use preposition?

You have 5 min are you ready? Go.

	-Students will gain a solid understanding of the lesson through their experiential based activities. Which is backed up with peer teaching done through eliciting summary.

	Summarize

(Elicit from students)

What are prepositions?

What is important when giving instructions?

Instructions

-Now that we have practiced preposition, following instructions and instructing others lets try creating a new set of instructions to design a house.

-Form two groups of 6(or the teacher assigns groups)

-In your group you will create a set of instructions to design a house. But the instructions have to be clear enough for the other group to understand. 

-Once your instructions are done you will exchange instructions and each group has to draw the other groups house according to their instructions.
