-Writing: writing a short script.




	Language Systems:
-Phonology: talking when they buy movie tickets at the box office.
-Functional: pretending they’re at the theater.



	Assumptions:

- Students have been to the theater.

- All students know the procedure for buying movie tickets.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students might not know expressions how to express locations which seat they want to sit.
· Some might have not experienced to buy tickets themselves.
