	Target Sentences:  I like cats. I don’t like cats.

	Materials:  flash cards, CD-ROM, computer, strip bingo board, survey sheet, pencil



	Aims/Objectives:  Students will be able to ask and answer what they like or not.



	Assumptions: 
-It is the second time of the lesson about ‘I like cats’.

-All Ss are very active to learn something.
-Some of the students know better English than the others so they could understand and answer to a bit high level of Ts questions and explanations.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-If Ss are not motivated, encourage Ss and give them positive feedback.

-If activity takes too long time, give a time warning and shorten the rest of activity.

-If Ss don’t understand what Ts’ saying, try to make them understand with nonverbal language and meaningful resources. Sometimes, ask the other Ss to answer.

-If activity takes too short time, bring extra activity to make up class time.
