	Language Skills:

- Listening: listen to partner’s story 
- Reading: read questions in worksheet and understand the context

- Speaking: speak when students share their experiences and playing a 

   game


	Language Systems: -Phonology: pronunciation when  students do speaking activities
                                 -Lexis: guess and learn meaning of new words for characters

                      -Function: understand context by filling the blanks in worksheet.

                      -Discourse: sharing experiences and discussing activities 


	Assumptions:

    -Some students have experiences of meeting celebrities and others have someone  

      to meet in person.
    -Students are intermediate level and they like to work independently as well as a 
      team.

    -Students are familiar with world-wide famous people like ones in pictures.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
    -Students don’t know who the person is in the pictures.

      →give them more hints like “He spent more than half months in a year 

         traveling over the world to take care of serious problems. He is very passionate 

         about his job.” for Ban Ki-moon.             
    -Students don’t understand the meaning of words in cards.

     →give them some examples how we use the word like “I’ll do whatever needed to be 

        the best salesperson in this year.” for the word of ambitious to describe Mr. Obama.

	Work in pairs

	- Students guess and ask questions like “Is the person famous?” “Is the person a singer?” “Where did you meet him?” 

And then each student asks questions to his/her partners “Guess who I met yesterday? Or “who do you really want to meet” 
-one student will speak about the partner’s story with the whole class and pick the next student who will share the partner’s story.
	Start with an eliciting question. “Hello, everyone. How’s your weekend? Guess who I met yesterday?” and when they are close to the correct answer, I will tell a short story about the meeting a celebrity. Then let students make their own stories about the person they want to meet and share their stories with partners. “You have some experience like this or have someone to meet. Make your own story and ask a question to your partner like this –Guess who I met yesterday? Guess what I did with the person? Use questions you asked to me. I’ll give you 3 minutes.” After 3 minutes later, I would say “Let’s share your partner’s story”

                White Board to write down key words from students

	split students into 3 groups
	-When students see a picture of celebrities, they answer who that person is and what they think about the person.
 -Give them 3 minutes to discuss and find matching cards with their teammates.

-Each student speaks the meaning of one word from cards.
	-Show pictures and ask questions like this, “Who is this?”, “What is he like?” “Do you like this person?” “Why you don’t like this person?” and write down some key words from students about characters on the board. 
-Explain them how to do their task like “find two cards matching for similar meaning like clever and smart or opposite meaning like to polite and rude. I will give you 3 minutes.”
-Give them C.C.Qs like “What do you do with cards? How much time you have?”
-Hand out 12 word cards to each team and say that the first team to get all correct matches will be a winning team and they will get a prize”
