Each team explains the picture by making their own sentences. For example, if a team has it and park, they show their picture and ask like “Is it raining?” “They are jogging at the park.”
	Show a picture and ask questions like “Are they running? Is she holding a box?” After few questions, explain that I have words-I and street.  Then, I hand out two words and instruct.
“You have two words-one is a pronoun and the other is a place. You will draw a picture about the words you have like this picture. I will give you 10 minutes.”
