	Language Skills:

· Reading- Understanding the advertisement, persuasive language.

· Writing- creating own advertisement in pairs/groups. 



	Language Systems:
· Lexical- Meaning of persuasive language used in advertisement

· Phonology- listening to other students’ and teachers instructions.

· Functional system- what context the advertisements are about.

· Grammatical- structure, interaction of the grammar point.




	Assumptions:

Students already know:

· Only English is allowed in the classroom

· Most students are aware of advertisement and its purpose

· Most students are able to understand and interpret instructions

· All students are familiar with advertisements in the real world

	 -SS will understand persuasive language
-SS will read visual advertisement

-SS will discuss and analyze the advertisement
	-Elicit from SS what type of advertisements they are effected by on a day-to-day basis.

“What are some of the different forms of advertisements we see everyday?”

“What catches your eye when you look at a advertisement?”

“What are some of the goals of advertisement?”

-Lead eliciting towards persuasive language

(Make table pairs)

(Hand out different advertisements to each pair and let them analyze it at first)

“In pairs look at the advertisements and come up with few points about the poster which you think is important”

-Listen to what students have to say and direct them towards the persuasive language used in the ads.

-Very good everyone this is what we call persuasive language to persuade the customers to become interested in the ad.

	-SS will compare advertisement by looking at visual and persuasive language

-Through the worksheet SS will generate critical thinking about the advertisement

“Now in your pairs I would like you to look at and analyze the advertisements.”

“They are the same kind of product but advertised by two different companies”

“In your pairs I want you to compare the two ads and decide which one is better and why”

“Think of the persuasive language used in the ad along with the image used”

Demonstrate

(Have a different advertisement ready)

-Show the students what and how you will analyze the ad.

(Hand out worksheet)

“Once you and your partner finished analyzing the ads answer the questions on the worksheet as best as you can”
