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My first experience of teaching students was during my stay in Katmandu, Nepal from October 10th to November 30th, year 2007. I went to short term missionary to Katmandu, Nepal and I had a chance to teach 28 freshman students who were attending at Maranatha Christian College located at Katmandu city. I taught the students the sentence structure of English.  During that time, I had neither teaching skill nor teaching method. Fortunately, I bought three grammar books before I left Seoul, Korea for missionary, and I used those grammar books to teach students. Most of the students can communicate with me in English though not very well, because of strong British accent. Although it was very short period of time, I really enjoyed teaching students and I think most of the students were satisfied also. And currently, I am teaching 16years old four boys and three girls who are Young -Bin, Ji-Hyun, Moon–Soo, Myung-Duck, Hyun –Kyung, Soo-Kyung and So-Hyang since last year October 10th. All of them are attending the Sunday school at “New Central Presbyterian Church” located at Suwon city. I am teaching the Bible and sometimes English to these junior high school students. And this is my second experience of teaching students
When I taught freshman students at Maranatha Christian College at Katmandu, I made strict rule about “English only policy”. In class, since I could not speak Nepali they had to speak English to communicate with me. But many students spoke Nepali during the class break time. So I made a rule and I also agreed with students that if I hear any Nepali during the class break time, students will have no break time at that day and if I don’t hear any Nepali but only English for a week, I promised students that I will buy students pizza on Friday after school. I taught students from Monday to Friday from 9:00 am till 12:30pm. And no break time or pizza worked well. However, there were still few students who were not speaking English or even Nepali. They just kept silent. So in order to encourage them to speak in English, I planned the Christian play and I gave roles to those students. They had to play as actors and they all dressed up like real people of Roman period, time of Jesus Christ. And I heard very loud and clear of English skits from those students who were not used to speak English. And I throw questions to students one by one to elicit student information. But my main purpose was to make students speak in English.
There are two students who are always late at my bible class. I am teaching seven students at the church on every Saturday from 4:00pm to 5:00pm. And those two students normally late 10 minutes to 15 minutes. From two weeks ago, I prepared an ice breaker activity for the class and students really loved it. They especially loved “Personal Coat of Arms” which I learned from TESOL program. Last Saturday, no one was late for the class. Because they didn’t want to miss the ice breaker activity. When I first applied ice breaker activity to students, I promised to students that I will prepare some more interesting ice breaker and I told them that I will start at 4:00pm sharp. No one was late. It was a big success. I believe there will be also no absences if I prepare some more good ice breaker which I will be learning from Times Media TESOL program. 
In order to my students prepare for the lessons, without question, I will be using ice breaker so student get more interest for the lessons. I will be using visual aids by using my note book computer and presenter. And also I changed the seating arrangement to horse shoe arrangement and I found it was very effective. I also used power point and pictures. At Nepal I used boards and it was good for grammar. I also used tape recorder for the students for listening. 
I truly believe that teacher must know well in order to teach student in right way. And I know that I can learn it through Times Media TESOL program. So that’s why I love to learn because I love to teach.
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
