- Ss learn the use and meaning of comparative 

-Ss can distinguish and explain the difference “more” and “er” 

-Ss can speak the sentences that use the comparative through the activities and discussion

	Language Skills:
-Reading: matching words
-Listening: the teacher’s instruction, the other students’ presentation, 
-speaking: answers about the teacher's question, practice speaking through the game and activity, discussion


	Language Systems:

 -Lexis: new vocabulary
 -Phonology: pronunciation related to vocabulary
 -Mathematical: comparative


	Assumptions:

-Ss are mostly active and knows well each other
-Ss know a lot of easy adjective words 
-Ss can follow the teacher’s instruction and speak English but not very well

-Ss know the teacher's style of teaching   
-Ss have heard at least over one comparative sentence    


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Some Ss may not be able to follow instruction easily 

     - Chunk instruction and Let them listen clearly and directly
Some Ss might already know “Comparative” well, but other Ss didn’t know that grammar at all -CCQ (Concept Check Question)questions and review

Ss may be confused because of the lots of rules making comparative

- Give many examples
If Ss need more time to finish their activity (cut-off plan)

    -  Be flexible with time. Give Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of the past activity.
If Ss finish their activity early(SOS plan)

    -  Give Ss an extra tusk or sing along again

Make three groups 

(distribute the matching words)

Match the words with “er” and “more” discussing each other for three minutes. Then, Tell us why your group divided in the way.

CCQ: Are you working alone?
     How much time do you have?

-T:(put the chart on the board)
Good. About –ful, -some, -ous, -ing, -ed, -ly , We use “more” 

(ex)more useful, more exciting)

 The rest of the words use “er"
