	Aims:

	Language Skills:
-Listening: Partners’ speeches when they read the material.
-Speaking: Reading the E-mail aloud. 

-Reading: Reading the E-mail.



	Language Systems:
-Phonology: Talking about what they want to plan.
-Lexical: Students learn the meanings of new words.

-Discourse: Pretending they have a surprise plan for someone.



	Assumptions:

- Students want to have a surprise party for someone they love.
- All students know the expressions used to plan for a surprise party.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students might not know an expression for something they want to plan. (get the information from other students)

Students listen and answer.

Students find the right pieces of paper and place them in the correct order according to the e-mail.

Students listen to the instructions given and answer together.
	<Read the e-mail>

Read the e-mail. Starting from the leftmost student to the right, each must read one line.

<Eliciting>

1. When is their mother’s birthday?
2. Who is coming to the restaurant?

3. Who is Mark?

4. Does Mark live at home?

5. Are they going to cook dinner for their mother?
6. How many children are in the family?

<True of false>
Give students true or false worksheet, one for each pair. 
Students are given 6mins.

Then check the answers all together.

<Demonstration>

Say “They will turn off her watch.” And ask “Is it true or false?”
<CCQ>

How much time do you have?

What do you to with your partner?

<Arranging sequences>

Give students pieces of paper with one sentence written on each. The students have to arrange the pieces of paper into the correct sequence.

The fastest pair receives a reward.

<Demonstration> 
Show them the pieces of paper and ask “What is the first thing Mark and Beth will do?”.  
Put the piece that has “Turn off her alarm clock” written on it first.  

Give them 7mins.
Then check the answers all together.
