	Target Vocabulary:   angel, mitten, spilt milk, cloud, tree, flower



	Target Sentences: Sometimes it looked like spilt milk
But it wasn’t spilt milk



	Materials:  flash cards, felt board, ball, drawing paper, colored pencils, computer,CD



	Aims/Objectives: Through the simple device of a changing white shape shown on blue background, the young reader guesses, with help from a repetitive text, the shape’s true identity –a cloud




	Assumptions: 
-All Ss already learned about some animals
-All Ss are very active to learn something.
-Some of the students know better English than the others so they could understand and answer to a bit high level of Ts questions and explanations.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-If Ss are not motivated, encourage Ss and give them positive feedback.

-If activity takes too long time, give a time warning and shorten the rest of activity.

-If Ss don’t understand what Ts’ saying, try to make them understand with nonverbal language and meaningful resources. Sometimes, ask the other Ss to answer.

-If activity takes too short time, bring extra activity to make up class time.

	-Now, let’s make a cloud.
-(showing some cotton)

 What’s this?

-Stick the cotton on the shapes and make a cloud.

-I’ll give you 5 minutes.

-When you are done, put your own clouds on the felt board. And say like this “Sometimes it looked like a bird. But, it wasn’t bird”
-(Ss come to the front and show us their own clouds)

-Now it’s time for playing a game ‘Pass the ball’
-I’ll tell you how to play this game.

-First, make a circle

Listening to the music, pass the ball to next person. When the music stops, a picture  will be shown in the screen. For example, if you see the shape of a bird, the person who has a ball will say “Sometimes iIt looked like a bird. But it wasn’t a bird”
-Now let’s make a circle.
-Are you ready?
