	Objective/Aims of Lesson: 

Students will be able to …

1. make and present an environmental poster 

2. say about how to save the earth



	Language Skills: Four skills
*Vocabulary: environment, pollution, waste, trash, littering, throw, save, the 3 R’s(reduce, 
reuse, recycle), reform, refill, light, energy
*Expressions: -Let’s           ! 

-We/I should/should not              .

-Do/Don’t          !


	Assumptions: 
1. Ss have already known about the environmental problems and some solutions of the problems through home economics lessons

2. Ss can understand the meaning of the 3 R’s and sing the song, ‘The 3 R’s’.

3. Ss should bring some pictures related to the environmental problems and solutions.

4. Ss should know vocabularies related to environmental elements like water, air, earth, etc.
5. Ss should know how to use a dictionary.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions: (What things might go wrong in the lesson and what the solution will be.)

1. Ss might have difficulties writing or using English words/expressions necessary for their poster and discussion. (Solution) T provides them with Korean-English dictionaries and makes them practice some useful expressions for the activity.

2. It might take a long time to draw and color the poster. (Solution) T sets a time limit and make Ss not draw a picture in details. They use pictures by cutting and pasting them.

3. Ss might focus only on making a poster without preparing for the verbal presentation. (Solution) T suggests that Ss should talk and take a note about their poster while making it.

4. Some Ss might dominate the activity. (Solution) T makes them share works by allotting roles individually and cooperating with each other.
