	Target Vocabulary:

play, try, do, solve, make, write, draw, read, problem(s), experiment(s), story/poem(s), word(s), sentence(s), manners, rule(s), backpack
Ex) When do you do some experiments? We/I do some experiments/them in science.


	Target Sentences:

◈ If+(subject)+(present tense), (subject)+(future tense(will+verb)).
Ex) If you take a mouse to school, he will ask your lunch box.


	Materials:

PPT, story picture cards/sequence boards, textbooks, audio file, question/answer writing boards, board markers, board erasers, story sheet for reading assignment


	Aims/Objectives:
By the end of this lesson, learners will be better able to …
◈ listen for details through sequencing the story pictures.
◈ develop awareness of the story by making and answering the questions based on the story.
◈ say possible situations by using a conditional sentence pattern.


	Assumptions:
1. They should know each subject in English.
2. They should be able to say simply what they do in each subject class in English.
3. They should say only English when they're doing activities.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
1. They may not remember every subject or say what they do in each class in English. (Solutions) Show text-books and story pictures and elicit the names of subjects and what they do in class.
2. Some of them may have difficulties saying only English while doing each activity. (Solutions) Elicit or provide some expressions necessary for their interaction before each activity.
3. They may make a lot of noise during the picture-sequencing activity. (Solutions) Use a point system for their attitude in class.
4. Some students may dominate. (Solutions) Make Ss deal the picture cards evenly to each group member.

	1. Answer the day, date and weather and recite them altogether.
	1. Check the attendance and ask the day, date and weather.

	3min
	Whole class

	1. Answer the question by raising their hands according to T's cues.
2. Raise their hands and talk about their opinions about the main character.
3. Guess and say about what will happen.
	1. See if Ss like their school lives by asking "Did you enjoy your school life in the first semester?" Make them show their answers by raising their hands.
2. Introduce the main character of the story book. Ask Ss, "How does he look?" 
3. Introduce the writer and the illustrator, and the title of the story.
4. Make Ss Guess what will happen in the story.

	1. Look at each textbook and say its name in English.
2. Look at the story pictures and find out subjects from the pictures and say what they do in each class in English. Also say about other subjects.
3. Deal the story picture cards evenly and talk about their pictures.
4. Look at the pictures already placed on the board and try to guess the story and to place their cards on the sequence board in order.
	1. Show textbooks and say each subject in English. 
2. Show story pictures and let Ss try to say what they do in each subject class and say about subjects not shown in the pictures.
3. Give out the story picture card sets and make Ss deal the cards evenly and spread them on the tables. Let Ss show and talk about the pictures.
4. Give out a story sequence board to each group and make Ss guess the order of the story by trying placing their cards on the board.

	1. Ask and say some expressions necessary for the activity of sequencing story picture cards.
	1. Introduce the activity 'Story Sequence' and elicit and provide English necessary for the activity.

	
	
	<Activity Expression>
This first. Next, this card. Change it. Yes/No. Right/Wrong.
Very Good/Great.

	
	
	2. Listen and arrange the picture cards in order.
3. Listen again and rearrange the cards if it is necessary.
4. While T is opening the numbers, say what the mouse does in the next picture.
5. Check whether the cited pictures are on the right place or not. Say if their first sequencing was right or not.
	2. Let Ss listen to the story twice. At first sound only and then sound with pictures at the same time. At the first listening make Ss discuss the sequence of the story and arrange the cards in order. At the second listening, let Ss rearrange the order if it is necessary.
3. Check the order of the story together by opening the numbers on the ppt. While checking the answer, ask Ss what the mouse does in the next picture.
4. If Ss don't change the order of the pictures at the second listening, give the groups 3 points and others groups 2 points.

3. Check the points which they have to pay special attention to.
	1. Let Ss look over the story pictures and talk about the story with group members.
2. Collect the cards and story sequence boards.
3. Explain how to make/use the conditional sentence.

	
	
	<Conditional sentence pattern>
If+(subject)+(present tense), 
(subject)+(future tense(will+verb))

	
	
	4. Follow the instruction and do the question and answer activity.
	4. Introduce 'DIY Q & A' by demonstrating the activity. 

	
	
	<DIY Q & A>
-Provide each team with one story picture card.
-Write a True/False sentence about the picture on the question board.
-Ask the team sentence of other groups.
-Other groups raise their hands to answer it. (True: open hand, False: fist)
-Check the answer together and get 1 point for the right answer.
-Provide another picture.
-Write a Wh-question for the picture on the board.
-After this the same procedure.

	5. Imagine their learning situations in other classes not shown in the story and say about possible happening in other subject classes by using the target expression.
	5. Check-up their use of the target sentence pattern by making Ss use the conditional sentence pattern with other subject situations by asking, "If you take this mouse to school, what will he do in art/social studies class?"
