	Assumptions:

-Students speak in front of the class with few inaccuracies. 
-To be come a teacher,students know they should speak only English in the class.
-Most students want to be a good English teacher.This is the reason why that we have to make this assumption.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-If time is running out,shorten the discussion and the presentation time.(cut-off plan)

-If there is more time than expected,give students more time for the discussion.(SOS plan)

-If students don’t have full knowledge of their role after Task-Preparation,allow them to refer to their role cards during discussion,but not read. 

-If the eviction vote results in a tie,have the candidates make a last-minute plea and have the group.

	Manner of Articulation
1.The airflow is completely obstructed by the lips,teeth,and/or tongue when making these sounds.
2.Liquids are similar to both consonants and vowels in how they are made.As in vowels,the airflow moves through the oral cavity with little obstruction.As in some consonants,the tongue is raised towards the alveolar ridge to make the sound.
3.These are vowel like sounds that come before and after true vowel sounds.Tongue position determines these sounds,as it does in vowels,thus,the glides are sometimes called semivowels.

4.Made when the sides of the tongue are lowered and the airflow is allowed to flow outward.The tongue tip actually makes contact with the alveolar ridge in creating this sound.
5.Made when the tip of the tongue is curled up and back(a retroflexed position).The tongue is raised toward the alveolar ridge,but never actually touches it to make this sound.

6.This sound is produced with air escaping through a small passage, thus producing friction or a "hissing" sound.

7.These sounds are a combination of a stop and a fricative that make one new sound.The sounds begin with a stop and end in a fricative.

8.These sounds are similar to stops because they require a complete obstruction in the oral cavity;however,the airflow is forced into the nasal passage because the velum(soft palate in the mouth)is lowered in making a nasal sound.

State of Glottis/Voicing 
1.The vocal chords do not vibrate when making voiceless sounds.Some consonants are voiceless.
2.The vocal chords vibrate when making voiced sounds.All vowels and some consonants are voiced.
Tongue Height
1.These sounds are produced when the body of the tongue is positioned in the mid section of the mouth,somewhere between the roof of the mouth and the bottom of the mouth.

2.These sounds are produced when the body of the tongue is positioned at the bottom of the mouth,farthest from the roof of the mouth.

3.The tongue is positioned high,near the roof of the mouth,to make these sounds.
Tongue Advancement 
1.These sounds are produced when the body of the tongue is positioned at resting position in the center of the mouth.

2.These sounds are produced when the body of the tongue is positioned slightly to the rear of resting position, at the back of the mouth.

3.These sounds are produced when the body of the tongue is positioned forward of the resting position in the front of the mouth.

Muscular Tension
1.These sounds are produced with a great amount of muscular tension. They are often referred to as long vowel sounds.
2.These sounds are produced with very little muscular tension.They are often referred to as short vowel sounds.

Rounding
1.This feature describes sounds formed in part by a rounding of the lips.

2.The lips are not rounded when making these sounds.
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
