	Aims: 

- Main aim: To enable students to improve their speaking skills by having students describe each other’s appearance.

- Personal aim: I want to reduce my talking time but increase student talking time.


	Language Skills:

- Speaking: Practice the dialogue in pairs
- Listening: Listening to the teacher’s dialogue reading, instruction and discussion

- Writing: Taking notes and filling in the blank activity.
- Reading: Worksheets and script.


	Language Systems:
- Lexis: Vocabulary used in the worksheet and discussion.
- Phonology: Vocabularies, idioms, synonyms
- Syntax: Grammar

- Intonation and pronunciation.


	Assumptions:
- Students will know how to speak in English.

- Students will understand the terminology that they don’t know.

- Students will know how to express themselves. 
- Students will improve their intonation.

- Students will not fear to speak up.

- Students will know the teacher’s teaching style.
- Students will understand the script without having problems.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- Students may not be able to understand the introduction of the activity.

→ Explain about the introduction more.
- Students may be able to express themselves.
→ Ask the student who is able to express themselves to help other to be able to talk.
- Students may not speak because of the fear.

→ Encourage the students who don’t speak 2nd language.

- Students may need more time to finish their worksheet.
→ Give students a little more time to work on their worksheet.
