TC Lesson Plan – Presentation Practice Production Based


	Topic:  Jobs



	Instructor: Ashley

	Level: age 6 - 7
	Students: 8
	Length: 20 min


	Target Vocabulary:   teacher, chef, doctor, police officer



	Target Sentences:

1. Verbs: is/ role(teaches) / work place(works at)

· She/ He is a teacher.
· A teacher teaches students.

· A teacher works at school.
2. Phrase ‘What do you want to be when you grow up?’
3. Verbs: ‘want to be’ and ‘want to’

· I want to be a teacher.
· I want to teach students.
· I want to work at school.



	Materials:  flashcards, worksheet, award stickers, CD and CD player



	Aims/Objectives:

1. To understand simple job names and what each job means
2. To use a correct verb according to each job (i.e. teach, cook, etc.)
3. To know the work place for each job
4. To dream what they want to be and be able to express what and why,

using expressions of ‘what do you want to be when you grow up?’ and  ‘want to / want
to be’ phrases



	Assumptions:

1. Ss are aware of what ‘job’ and ‘work’ mean.
2. Ss are at the age that starts to think about what they want to be when they grow up.
3. Ss have learnt about subjects - I/ You/ She/ He/ They – and matching verbs.
    (i.e. am/ Is/ are  and putting ‘(e)s’ after verbs for she/he/they)
4. Ss understand the vocabularies that will be used during the lesson, such as ‘teach, cook, cure, catch and rob.’


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

1. Some Ss may want jobs out of the list when they explain about their dream jobs 
· Bring flashcards with more job names which they can choose from.  If some Ss want other jobs out of the whole flashcard list, let Ss be free to choose so.  Simple, short explanation will be given when Ss ask about other jobs.
2. A question can be raised why or how some job names differ, depending on male or female, such as actor and actress.
· Shortly explain some words that differ from male to female.  Then, say ‘We will learn about those sometime later.’ And go on with teaching.
3. There could be some Ss who are not yet confident at reading and understanding.
· Demonstrate with pictures and songs.  Less writing on board.  Bring w/s with pictures and go through each sentence with Ss before letting them complete it.

Pictures should be in color as to attract focused attention from young Ss.

4.  Lesson may not meet the required time schedule.
· If time is running short, hand out the wrap-up w/s as homework.

· If there is more time to kill, go on with the SOS activity:  Choose between #1 and #2, depending on how much time is left.

	Circle, standing

	What Game:
Ss stand in circle and walk to the right all together, motioning a situation T tells.  If T says, ‘saw fire!’, then Ss act as so while walking. When T calls out ‘What’ and a number (eg. What3!), Ss stop walking and group themselves in number called (3). Ss who could not group themselves are left out, and those who made it go on another round until there is a winner.
	*Turn on ‘Oh MacDonald Had a Farm’ song during the game, so that Ss will be used to the melodies.  Ss will sing with the same melodies later during lesson. 
T calls out situations related to job roles, such as ‘sick’, ‘ate tasty food’ and ‘bad guys robbed my favorite stickers!’

A teacher.  She is a teacher. 
She teaches students.

She teaches students at school.

Stick more flashcards on the  board
	Raise hands to come up to the board.  Match flashcards.
Into groups of two:

Make a team name.  Calls out the name to answer T’s questions.


	1.Ask Ss raise hands to come up and match flashcards. 
T demonstrates with the first one.
Example)

teacher- board& books- school

2.Let class work in two groups. Ask questions (CCQs), and the team with more answers gets award stickers.
Example)

A teacher _____ students at school.

What does a teacher do?

Does a teacher teach cats?

Does a teacher work at a hospital?

	Into groups of three:

Discuss dream jobs.

Whole class:  Sing

	1.Let Ss work in groups of three.  Ask them to talk about what they want to be when they grow up and why.  Let them ask and answer in the same pattern. 

· What do you want to be when you grow up?
· I want to be a (teacher).  
I want to (teach students).

Show more flashcards, in case Ss want more options.  Walk around class to hear and check if anyone has a question.
2.Sing. Ask Ss to repeat after T.
*Ask Ss to add own dream jobs in the song as homework.  Let them know everyone’s dream job will be combined in a song and they will sing all together next class.

	Into pairs:
Do w/s and share work.

Whole class:

Make a motion of a chosen job continuously.  After certain time, class guesses who’s motioning who.

Into groups of two:

Each time, person from each team run to the table and bring T the correct flashcard.  Fast team with more cards wins and gets award stickers. 
	*Let Ss do w/s in pairs.  Ask to match jobs and places, then explain each other about job roles.
(If time is short, give as homework)
-----------------------------------------------
*SOS plan 1) if little time left:
‘Who Am I’ activity

Everyone makes motions of different jobs at the same time and let the whole class guess who’s motioning who later.
*SOS plan 2) if longer time left:
‘Bring Me Who’ activity

Ss divided into two teams.  Place flashcards on a table.  T starts CCQ, with motions. Ask each team to bring a related flashcard each time.
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
