	Aims/Objectives:
Children learn key words and key sentences.
Students are able to say key sentence with key words.


	Assumptions:

Children have already heard and known key words, but don’t know the correct letters.
Children can guess the meaning of the sentence” Are you waiting for a bus/airplane”.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
