	Materials:  ball, simple drawings, white papers, colored pencils, cheerleading pom poms, worksheets 


	Aims/Objectives:
To understand and be able to use prepositions in order to explain where subjects are by learning through various activities and using the senses of seeing, hearing, telling and touching.


	Assumptions:

1. Ss leant last class about prepositions of in, on, next to, on the right of and on the left of.

2. Ss have learnt about question phrase, ‘Where is ___?’
2. Ss are well aware of basic shapes and body parts.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

1. Some Ss can get confused about using the appropriate prepositions since prepositions can be difficult to absorb in two lessons.
· Prepare various fun activities to teach them.  Check on Ss as often as possible if they correctly understood.  Also, provide w/s they can review with their mom after class.
2.  Lesson may not meet the required time schedule.
· If little time is left, do w/s in class.
· If much time is left, go on another round of the wrap-up game.

	Into pairs:  Take turns.
S 1) Place his/her school supplies in any places (s)he would like on the desk.
S 2) Tell where each supply is:  The pen is in front of the eraser.  The eraser is under the ruler.

Ss follow T’s demonstration
One S becomes the cheerleader captain and sings his/her own cheerleading song with motions while others follow.

Example:

Captain) “in front of!”
Ss) “in front of!” 

Another captain sings while others do the opposite from him/her.
Example:

Captain) “in front of!”
Ss) “behind!”
	1.Where are pens and rulers?

Ask Ss to work in pairs.  Let them use three of their school supplies to express the prepositions.
Walk around and check on each team.  Teach if anyone does not know the names of school supplies or have difficulties explaining the prepositions.

2.Cheerleading song
T demonstrates a preposition song with pom poms while Ss following.
Ask one Ss to be the cheerleader captain and make up his/her own cheerleading song and let others follow.  

After some time, ask Ss to do the opposite from the captain.

	Into groups of two:
One person from each team comes up to the board and draw what they hear while teams shout out to explain the drawings, using learnt prepositions.

Then, each tells class what kinds of things are where in the house, using learnt prepositions.

Divide class into half and hand out simple drawings.  Time with a stop watch during the activity.  Decide the winner team with better drawings.

Let Ss draw their dream houses and explain to class.
Walk around and check on Ss while drawing.

Ss standing anywhere in class-room

	Select two its.  One it closes eyes, and the other it holds a hand of the eyes-closed it.  Ask the rest Ss freeze in one position anywhere in classroom.  Eyes-opened it explains where each classmate is, using learnt propositions.  Those, who eyes-closed it catches, join in telling other mates’ whereabouts, until all mates are found.  Ss can move and freeze in another pose each time one person gets caught.

Hand out w/s and ask to do it as homework.
