· They can count up to 100.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:( They might have hard time recalling jobs that they 

                                                          Already know. – Tell them to explain or act the role 

                                                          out so that the teacher can tell them the word.
· Shy children might not participate in the activity. – Teacher could demonstrate first to make the student feel comfortable. Give everyone a chance to demonstrate or speak up during class to imply that everyone is participating and it is not only them who are being shy.
