	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:( They might not know words in the story book that the teacher might not have covered. – Explain the words that they might not understand, but since it does not fit in the topic of the day’s lesson, just make sure they understand at the moment and cover it later. 
· They might not be able to answer the questions about some pages in the story book. – Do not answer it for them but give them hints letting them to solve it by themselves. 
· They might not be able to see the story book well enough- Try to get close to the students as possible.
