	Aims:  
- to learn vocabularies expressing various hair-styles by picking out the pictures
- to understand how Korean hair-styles are changed by listening the story
- to learn the past forms of a verb by guessing the context




	Language Skills:  

- Reading: Idioms worksheet & script
              - Listening: listening CD, listening worksheet & pictures (various hair-style)
   - Speaking: discussing with group members
   - Writing: textbook & worksheet



	Language Systems:
  - Lexis: Idioms used in describing people’s hair-styles
  - Function: explanation about the Korean traditional hair-style(topknot)
  - Structure: the past form of a verb (regular/ irregular)



	Assumptions:
      Students already know:

               - the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
               - how the class is set up and run (there will be 4 student groups at each table)

               - the several names and forms of the hair-styles
               - all students are intermediate level



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening
     →  chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

· Students may not be able to understand the context fully

     →  brainstorming (sharing about the topknot)

· Students may need more time to complete the work sheet

     →  completing the work sheet can be changed into verbally sharing the answers
· Students may need more discussion time

   →  giving assignment to write their own opinions
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

     →  ask as many students as possible about the experiences related to the hair-styles
